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CMA helps local manufacturers
to explore French Market

T 0 help Hong Kong manufacturers to explore French market,

the Chinese Manufacturer’s Association of Hong Kong, in
collaboration with the French Chamber of Commerce and
Industry in Hong Kong, organized a seminar entitled "Exploring
French Market: Customs Requirements and Safety Regulations"
on May 28. To enhance a berter understanding of our exporters,
traders and manufacturers on the control of the French authories
over the imports of consumer products, Officer of the French
Customs Authority, Direction Generale des Douanes et Droits
Indirects (DGDDI) Mr Samuel Bouille, Chief Executive Officer
of Laboratoire National d'Essais (LNE) Mr Marc Mortureux and
Asia Quality Manager of Comi Asia Limited Mr Luc Miroslaw
were invited as the speakers of the seminar. The ultimate objective
of the seminar was to promote the bilateral trade between France

and Hong Kong.

The responsibility of the French Customs Authority is
to ensure that all imported industrial products comply with
the French legislation and provisions of the European Union's
Directives. "The public authority has adopted a new approach
which is based on two fundamental principles to carry out
market surveillance of industrial products. First is the principle
of free movement for products bearing the CE marking and
tulfilling the essential requirements of the directives. Second

is the principle of responsibility of the person who places the

product on the European marker of the member-states that
must organize market surveillance,” Mr Samuel Bouille told
the audience ar the seminar.

The Question & Answer Session was facilitated by Miss Helene

Producers and importers have the responsibility to €Nsure
that a sample product complies with essential requirements gy
the entire production is in compliance. Surveillance authoritjeg
will inform the Commission and other member-states when they
find non-compliant products on the market. And they will ensure
that such products are withdrawn from the marker. "Nationg]
regulations decline as community laws are taking place, However,
some national regulations still remain such as those on childcare
articles and bicycles,” said Mr Bouille.

Market surveillance of imported industrial products js
mainly divided into two control stages. When goods are first
placed on the community market, they are required to undergo
particular customs procedures. The transportation of products
and other details related are all the Customs Authority concerned.
All imported products are required to present for declarations.
For example, electrical products must bear CE marking before
distribution on market. After customs clearance, controls are
carried out by special Investigation services. They are performed
on goods cleared in France as well as in other member-states.

There are three types of checks on all imported products to
France. They include documents controls, physical checks with
the required CE and other markings as well as laboratory test (both
internal and external). By adopting principle of the community
law, no imported products can escape safety check. The check
procedure links between national level and local level. MAROC
(mission of risk analysis and orientation of the controls) works on
the national scale with the 290 customs offices and CERDOC
(investigation services) at local level. The

To help Hong Kong manufacturers to meet the
requirements of product quality and safety standards, Mr Marc
Mortureux said that Laboratojre National d'Essais (LNE)
formed a long-term partnership with the CMA Testing and
Certification Laboratories (CMA lesting) by setting up a joint-
venture company, LNE Asia Limited (LNE Asia) to serve local
companies in exporting their products to Europe, especially
the French market. LNE Asia can provide Hong Kong
manufacturers support by means of assuring quality and safety
to ensure technical conformity of their products to standards
and directives of French and European marker.

"LNE Asia offers a wide range of quality assurance services
including testing and certification of consumer products,
health and medical devices and induscrial equipments,
metrology and instrumentation, packaging and packing,
research analysis on ergonomics, energy and environment. It
can also provide product certification conforming to French
and European Directives and standards such as CE
Certification, NF Mark (toys, infant artic. es, ladders, packing
and packaging materials), GS Mark. LNE has long-established

partnership with French customs authority, DGDDI and
market surveillance authority, DGCCRE Therefore, product
certification provided by LNE Asia is a guaranteed access to

French and European marker.”

With a total of 3,672 retail outlets in France, the leading
French retailer group, known as “Intermarche”, established a
Hong Kong procurement office, Comi Asia, to source high to
medium end products from China. According to Asia Quality
Manager of Comi Asia Mr Luc Miroslaw, the company
purchases more than 5,000 items of food and non-food (90%)
consumer goods, amounting to a FOB value of US95 million
dollars. Up till now, Comi Asia has over 200 vendors in Asia.
As importer and recailer, the company will make sure the
products comply with EU and French regulations for product
safety and quality. It also puts much emphasis on social code
of conduct of vendors and environmental issues. Social code

of conduct includes age of admission to employment, forced

hazard risk prevention. If products do not conform to the

regulations, re-export of products is required with more than
US$100,000 cost of non-conformity involved. If products

supplied by vendors are non-conformable and dangerous and

destruction of products are resulted, cost of non-conformity
may be over US$500,000.

According to Mr Miroslaw, Comi Asia adopts a two-step
process to maintain product safety and quality. That is to
ensure compliance of a reference sample and mass production.
Products will not be selected if proper test reports are not
available. Test report check must be 100% aligned with offer
and meets relevant standard. After product selection,
laboratory test on a sample will be conducted according to
the applicable standard. Factory audit is also carried out to
ensure the product meets the set technical, quality and social
ethic standards. Production can start only if the product passed
all the tests. After starting production, a close quality control
of mass production will be done. Laborarory test on samples
randomly picked from the production will be conducted. Final
random inspection of products is essential for visual and
function control. D)

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s ashimi is food consisting of fillets of marine fish, shellfish,

fish roe or other seafood such as tuna, salmon, squid,
octopus, crayfish and prawn to be eaten in its raw state. It is a
popular food item in Hong Kong. However, sashimi and sush;
are easy to get infected by bacteria since marine fish and shellfish
are vulnerable to contamination by pathogens and other
microorganisms in their habitat. If the sashimi is not handled
and stored properly, pathogenic organisms inside it will multiply
very quickly and may cause food poisoning and foodborne diseases
such as Heparitis A and Cholera to human beings.

According to the Food Surveillance Programme
conducted by the Food and Environmental Hygiene
Department (FEHD), 3% of reported food poisoning
outbreaks have been associated with sushi and sashimi and
have resulted in 142 affected persons. The Programme took a
total of 1,020 sushi and 906 sashimi samples from 1997
thmugh 1999 for microbiological assessment and evaluarted
against the microbiological guidelines of FEHD. Among these
samples, 140 sushi samples and 101 sashimi samples were
unsatisfactory in terms of hygienic quality and 50 of all samples
vielded specific pathogens including one Vibrio
parahaemolyrticus, two Staphlococcus aureaus, one Salmonella
Species, and one Listeria Monocytogene (See Table 1). Both
the product quality as well as safety could be improved by
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Incorporating safety measures throughout the manufacturing
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process, such as by adopting the Good Manufacturing Practice

and Hazard Analysis Critical Control Point system:.

The Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Point (HACCP)

system is a proactive approach for enhancing food safety. It

emphasizes the control of critical points along the food chain,

followed by continuous monitoring and corrections wherever
appropriate. As it is applicable to every stage of the food chain,
all sectors of the community are involved. Together, they form a
tripartite relationship - industry, government and consumers. This
is in line with the shared respnnsibiliry.cmncept advocared by the

World Health Organization.
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The HACCP System Involves
Seven Steps:

1. Analyze hazards

Analyze the whole food production process and identify
hazards posed to the safety of food.

2. Determine critical control points (CCPs)

Determine critical control points at which hazards can be
controlled or eliminated. Common CCPs in food production
are in the following steps: purchase of raw materials, cold storage
of raw materials, cooking, cold-and hot-holding of prepared food.

3. Establish limits for CCPs

Establish a set of clear limits for CCPs for the food to comply
with. These can be limits of cooking temperature, cooking time

and physical properties, e.g. food colour, appearance, texture,
etc.

4. Establish monitoring procedures for CCPs

The purpose of monitoring procedures is to ensure that the
food meets the limits set for CCPs, e.g. the temperature limit, or
cooking or cooling time limit. Major monitoring procedures
include visual inspections and physical measurements such as
temperature readings. Besides, the frequency and time of the
monitoring procedures should be specified.

5. Establish corrective actions |

Establish corrective actions in advance for CCPs so as to
correct deviations of the limits quickly and prevent unsafe
products from entering into the market.

6. Establish verification procedures

- Establish verification procedures to ensure that the HACCP
system is functioning properly.
