in Hong Kong. Organisations May partner with interested parties,
including private companies, in implementing the projects.

Projects which SDF may consider funding support inclyde those
which aim to raise SMEs' awareness on specific know-how;,
technologies, best practices and skills: projects which help SMEs build
capabilities on I'T, human resources, financial management, corporate
governance, marketing and brand-building; projects which facilitate
technology transfer; and indeed any initiatives which are of practical

benefits for SMFs.

Like the first round, this time TID 15 also soliciting proposals on
4 specific topic, namely to invite proposals for organising an SME
outstanding training award. The objective of the award scheme is to
enhance SMEs' awareness of the importance of training for employers
and employees, and to give recognition to SMEs which are exemplary
in human resource training.

The maximum amount of funding for an approved project is $2
million, or 90% of the total project expenditure, whichever is less.
The applicant will haye to contribute the remaining amount, which
may be in cash, in kind or in the form of third party sponsorship.

For the current round, each applicant may put in up to four
applications, Applications received will be considered by the SDF
VEtting Committee, which is chaired by the Director-General of Trade
and Industry and comprises industrialists, businessmen, SME
cfitrepreneurs, professionals, academics and members of the SME

Committee.

The SDF Vetting Committee will take into account the qualicy
of the application, the cost-effectiveness of the project and the

Projects that are approved under the 1st round are targeted
for SMEs from a wide Spectrum of sectors. More than half of them
are targeted for SMEs in general, regardless of whether they belong to
the manufacturing or services sectors. About 30% are targeted for
SMEs in the manufacturing sectors, incl uding textiles and clothing,
electronics and electrical appliances, and the Jewelry sectors. The
remaining are targeted for SMEs in the servicing sectors, such as
professional services and the IT Sector.

Best practices for the printing industry

An amount of $1.4 million was approved for the Graphic Arts
Kong to establish a printing standard and
practices for Hong Kong's offset printing

practices would help enhance
the professional standard of Hong Kong's printing industry, and its
international status. The project will commence in the 4¢h quarter
of 2002, and will be completed within two years.

Decision support System for Hong Kong'slogisticsin dustry

The response time of local logistics companies could be
expedited by using information technology. However, due to limited
resources, SMEs in the logistics secror have not been making full
use of IT to enhance their operational efficiency. The Hnng Kong
Logistics Association proposes to develop a web-based decision
support system to help SMEs which wish to apply IT to conduct
self-assessment on their T requirements. The Association will
develop the system in collaboration with private software developers.
Given that the practical usefulness of the project, the SDF Vetting
Committee approved an amount of $1 million to the Association
to implement it. It is expected that the system will be developed in

about a year.
