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Rebuilding Hong Kong

after the Outbreak of SARS

he outbreak of SARS has struck a severe blow to

Hong Kong’s cconomy and its impact is far deeper
and broader than the Asian Financial Crisis in 1998 and
the US “911” incident. Overseas tourists and buyers have
immediately stopped from coming to Hong Kong,
causing incalculable loss to four industries including
tourism, restaurants, retail and entertainment. Apart from
these hardest hit industries, manufacturers have also
received fewer orders either because they are prohibited
from participating in overseas fairs or they are refused to
be seen face-to-face by their buyers. To relieve the impact

of SARS on Hong Kong’s economy, the SAR

Government, though facing a huge budget deficit, has

mobilized $11.8 billion to set forth an array of relief
measures, which include the setting up of two taskforce
groups namely “Team Clean” headed by the Chief
Secretary for Administration Mr Donald T'sang to
Improve environmental hygiene in Hong Kong, and the
“Economic Relaunch Strategy Group” headed by the
Financial Secretary Mr Antony Leung to devise plans to

promote and revive Hong K{Jng’s economy.

It is, indeed, essential and crucial to rebujld Hong
Kong at once after the epidemic, and it shows that the
Government is moving towards the right direction. The
collective infected cases in Amoy Garden and Lower Neau
Tau Kok Estate have revealed the fact that building design
could be a main channel for spreading the virus, and filthy
rear lanes, dirty pavements and old buildings also pose
serious threat to public health. Also, amid the epidemic,
overseas media have featured massive [EPOrts on poor
public hygiene in Hong Kong, damaging the reputation of
Hong Kong as a world-class city. Therefore, cleaning up
Hong Kong to prevent the recurrence of the epidemic and

rebuilding the image of Hong Kong as a world-class city

are among the top priorities of the Government,

In addition, visitors to Hong Kong and local
consumption have come to a standstill after the Imposition
of travel advisory on Hong Kong by the World Health
Organization, hardly hitting four industries including
tourism, restaurants, retail and entertainment.

Manufacturers, failing to liaise with their buyers face-to-

face on the one hand and to participate in overseas fairs on
the other, have also suffered from loss of orders, which will
be manifested by the drop of exports in the second half of
the year. Thus, actracting visitors and buyers to come in
order to revive Hong Kong’ economy is another pressing

task of the government,

Hong Kong’s attractiveness lies in its vibrant city life,
fusion of Chinese and western delicacies and inexpensive
yet high quality products. To lure visitors to come, the
Government may carry out overseas advertising blitz and
Join hands with tourism, restaurants and retail industries
to provide privilege schemes in the short run, and build up
Hong Kong as an all-embraced “leisure” city known for
fascinating culture and heritage, sumptuous dining and
great shopping in the long run. Therefore. in addition to
Improving environmental hygiene, the Government
should build more cultural and entertainment facilities in
popular tourist areas such as Central, Wanchai, etc to

boost Hong Kong’s attractiveness.

To help the four hardest hit industries to tide over the
economic difficulty, the Government has put forward a
$3.5 billion scheme to allow enterprises in these industries
to apply for guaranteed low-interest loans to pay staff
salaries in the midst of economic adversity under the
outbreak of SARS. However, other industries are not
included in the scheme. As a matter of fact, the
sovernment may consider making use of the SME
Funding Schemes to provide relief loans to SMEs in need
and extending the SME Export Marketing Fund to cover
Hong Kong and overseas exhibitions for SMEs O promorte
their products and services. Besides, the Government may
ofter subsidies for overseas buyers to come to Hong chng
or local manufacturers to purchase teleconference

equipment.
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The Impact of SARS on

Manufacturing Industry

Introduction
In the wake of the SARS outbreak in Hong Kong this March,

Hong Kong businessmen were banned from overseas trade shows;
placed into quarantine when they reached overseas countries; and
refused to be seen by their clients. Overseas buyers meanwhile dare
1ot come to Hong Kong. How, then. can Hong Kong’s
manufacturing industry survive? How are the manufacturers
affected? What can the government do to help them? The Journal
interviewed CMA members engaged in clothing, warch, Jewellery
and toy manufacturing. Here is the latest scene-

Among the four industries, jewellery and watches, which
get most of their orders from trade shows, are hardest hit. They
lost not only substantial on-the-spot orders, but also the chance
[0 meet new customers. All they can do now is to concentrate
their efforts on existing clients. Companies that do business
only with €XISting customers are not greatly affected ar ¢he
moment, but they are worried as most buyers place their orders

Hong Kong, They hope that the government can learn a lesson
from this epidemic and concretely promote the development of
Hong Kong’s manufacturing industry.

Clothing

As one of Hong Kong’s main industries, clothing was the
second largest export in Hong Kong last year, reaching HK$175
billion. Interviewees said that their main way of getting orders is
not by trade fairs, thus they are not much affected by the Basel
incident, but orders haye declined as buyers are not coming to

Hong Kong.

Hong Kong’s biggest competitor in both quality and
pricing is the mainland. Yet Hong Kong’s high labour cost
makes it hard to compete with places like India, Pakistan and
South Africa. Meanwhile. Hong Kong’s neighbour Macau has
SE€t up a processing trade zone that employs Zhuhai workers to
reduce production cost. Therefore, they suggested that the
Hong Kong government should follow Macau so as to attract
manufacturers who have moved northwards to return to Hong

Kong, thereby revive the economy.

Watches and Clocks

Hong Kong’s watch and clock manufacturers attend two
main trade fairs every year: the Basel/Zurich World Watch and
Jewellery Fair in April and the Hong Kong Watches and Clocks
Fair in September. Trade fairs generate 40% to 70% of their
annual orders. The banning of Hong Kong businessmen from
the World Watch and Jewellery Fair has caused a 25% to 60%
loss of orders. So far, the epidemic has caused business ro
plunge by 30% to 50%. They hoped that the Hong Kong
Watches and Clocks Fair will take place as usual, for it generates

15% to 40% of their business.

Hong Kong ranks second in watch exports; export value is
behind Switzerland and export quantity is behind the mainland.
As for clocks, Hong Kong is the world’s biggest clock exporter in
terms of export value, and is ranked second in export quantity,
behind the mainland. Hong Kong’s watches and clocks export

in 2002 was HK$38.6 billion.

Jewellery

After Switzerland banned Hong Kong from the Basel/
Zurich World Watch and Jewellery fair, the JCK International
Jewellery Show in Las Vegas did likewise. After intense
negotiation, Hong Kong Jewellers were finally permitted to
participate. The two world’s largest jewellery fairs have caused
so much difficulty that left Hong Kong jewellers exhausted and
exasperated. In addition, the Jewellery fair in Vicenza, Italy has
stated that they will ban Hong Kong jewellers from joining.

Manufacturers said that business is seriously affected. One
of them revealed that 60% of its business is generated from trade
fairs, whereas the rest 40% is from existing clients.
Manufacturers who are also retailers suffer a double blow: the
declining Hong Kong economy plus plunging mainland tourist
figures have caused one company's business to slump by 50%.
One company has arranged their staff to take unpaid leave,
while another has considered layoffs.

In 2002, Hong Kong’s jewellery export was HK$19
billion. Export of imitation Jewellery topped the world, while
export of precious stone jewellery was second. In recent years,
Hong Kong has become a main trade and distribution marker
for pearls. The USA is Hong Kong's largest export market.

Toys

Manufacturers reported that orders for toys are affected by
not only SARS but also the sluggish global economy. Business is
hard to get as overseas buyers are reluctant to come and they
wait until the very last minute before placing a purchasing order,
thus shortening the time for production and delivery.
Companies that get orders only from existing customers are not
much affected, but those that need to negotiate face-to-face with
buyers have lost 20% to 30% business. A small-sized company
commented that the government's measures to ajd hard-hic
industries are not of much hel p and they are alone and helpless.

As the world’s largest toy exporter, Hong Kong’s toy
exports reached HK$74. 1billion in 2002, and is Hong Kong’s
fifth largest export. Due to weakening foreign demands. toy
exports fell by 2% in 2002.
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Actions taken by the CMA

As the representative of local manufacturers, the CMA has
been closely monitoring and followi ng up the effects of SARS on
the industry.

On the Basel Fair incident, CMA immediately wrote to the
Swiss Consulate of Hong Kong expressing strong protest.
Switzerland and Hong Kong are the world’s largest exporters of
warches and clocks; the Swiss authorities are driving Hong Kong
out of the market using SARS as an excuse.

Some members reported that buyers from the UK, France,
Germany and Northern Europe have expressed fears that Hong
Kong products may import SARS to their countries. CMA at
once sent letters to consulates of Hong Kong’s major trade
partners, explaining that, according to the World Health
Organization (WTO) and the Hong Kong Health Department,
there is so far no evidence to show that imported goods can
spread the virus to other countries. CMA also updates
consulates and overseas business associations on the latest SARS
situation in Hong Kong, and urges them to pass it on to their
governments and people.

Meanwhile, from 1 May to 31 July, CMA members
applying for certificates of origin will geta 20% discount. These
include Certificate of Origin - Re-export, Certificate of Origin -
Without Trans-Shipment, Certificate of Hong Kong Origin
and Certificate of Origin—l’rocessing. CMA expects income to

fall by HK$200,000.

To relieve the burden caused by SARS on small to medjum
enterprises (SMEs), CMA’s President and Vice-Presidents met
with the Financial Secretary Antony Leung and the Secretary for
Commerce, Industry and Technology Henry Tang this April.

Conclusion

SARS has seriously affected Hong Kong’s tourism, restaurant,
retail and entertainment industries. Although its effect on
manufacturing is not so great and spontaneous, Hong Kong’s
exports will decline further if the epidemic persists. The only thing
that manufacturers can do now Is to liase with buyers through
phone, email, fax, videg cunfer&ncing and mailing samples, while
keeping up the hygiene standard of their facilities and staff
