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Survey on CMA Member’s

Operation in the Pear| River Delta 2009

Background

The coincidence of financial tsunami and industrial
transformation has Posed unprecedented challenges to
Hong Kong Manufacturers operating in the Pear| River
Delta (PRD). The Association, therefore, conducted a
Survey in April 2009 to gain insights into the iImpact of
these challenges on CMA members and their strategies for
tiding over the current difficulties. The Survey also serves
as an extension and 3 follow-up of the “2008 Survey on
CMA Members' Operation in the PRD” conducted by the
Association a year ago.

Closure trend: Slowing down but lurking

In this survey, up to 10.6% of the responding
cOmpanies indicated they would either close down
factories or switch to trading. Among the responding
COmpanies, 11.4% said they had suspended
Production. If the external situation does not Improve
s00n, these companies may have to close down
cventually. In the worst situation. it is possible that
almost 20% of CMA members will shut down their
factories in the Pear| River Delta this year, putting the
total closure rate for the last two years as high as
30%.
