ong Kong: while Hong
Kong is the sixth €Xport market of Taiwan. If
interactions between Hong Kong and Taiwan
can be further enhanced and a higher level] of
€conomic co-operation can be promoted, it
will no doubt be conducive to Increasing the
competitiveness of both Places and be beneficial
to the welfare of the people,

The realization of “Three Direct Links"and the
signing of the “Economic Cooperation Framework
Agreement” (ECFA) have led to more direct and
Interactive trade dctivities between the Straits.
As a result, Hong Kong's role as an Intermediary
IN Cross-Strait trade has been diminishing, This
notwithstanding, trade statistics indicate that
neither the share of Hong Kong's re-exports in the
(otal cross-Strait bilateral trade nor the number of
Taiwan visitors to Hong Kong showed 3 significant
decline in the last two years.

This can be explained Dy the fact that 3 large
portion of the cross-Strait Cargo and passenger
transits via Hong Kong are directly linked with
Taiwan enterprises’ investment in South China,
Which help alleviate the Immediate effect of
"Three Direct Links” on Hong Kong's re-exports.
This also reflects the Irreplaceability of Hong Kong
IN providing value-added services, professional
~Upport, social network, experience and knowhow
L0 Cross-Strait trade activities In the short term,
the benefits brought by re-export via Hong Kong
still exceed the costs saved from direct transport
or direct trade across the Straits.

If Hong Kong is to Play a role in future cross-
Strait trade and to avoid being marginalized, its
Priority task is to speed up the transformation
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from a trading hub which reljes heavily on its
unique location and Institutional advantages to
become an Integrated service platform which
plays a strategic role in areas like finance, provision
of high value-added business and trade support,
headquarter economy, brand management and
Promotion, and business training.

First, Hong Kong, as the key financial centre
of Mainland China, Taiwan and Macau, can make
use of its well-developed financial system, well-
trained talent, and well-woven internationat
Network to help enterprises from these places ‘go
International” by engaging in OVerseas mergers
and acquisitions.

Second, Hong Kong possesses a host of
advantages, which enables it to become the
'egion’s exhibition centre of knowledge-based
Industries, exchange centre of Intellectual
properties, and distribution centre of
services in the region.

hand, we May attract Mainland enterprises to set
Up operation centres in Hong Kong, from which
they can direct angd CO-ordinate their worldwide
production, research and development, sales
and supply chain Management activities On
the other hand, Taiwan enterprises can Mmanage
their Mainland Investment through their holding
COMpanies in Hong Kong, by doing so they can
reduce their eXpenses on taxation and deploy

Regional economic Integration has become
d New trend. Facing this new development,
It is deemed necessary for Hﬂng'KQng and
Taiwan to develop closer economic and trade
relations. To this end, both the HKSAR and Taiwan
Governments may consider impfementing more
facilitation measures Such as mutuyal exemption of
entry visas to €ncourage free flow of passengers
between both places. Another suggestion for the
Talwan Government is to grant work permits to

Hong
Kong enterprises and manufacturers have
been actively planning to tap into the
domestic market to seize the opportunity
[0 expand sales. Results of the Survey on
2011 Business Strategies of CMA Members
Operating in the PRD’, conducted by the
CMA from March to May this year, revea]
that 56.6 per cent of respondents have
already exported their goods for sale to the
Mainland; while 20 per cent have formulated

plans to explore the domestic market.

Meanwhile, since the income of citizens
and the size of the midd|e class in China
continue to grow, the proportion of service
industries in the €conomy is increasing.
This, along with the Mainland Implements
urbanisation policy, has contributed to 3
significant growth in consumption in the
Mainland. Moreover, since the acceptance
of Hong Kong brands and products by
Mainland consumers s Increasing, it is an
undeniable trend for Hong Kong small and
medium enterprises (SMEs) to develop in the

domestic market.

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In view of the enormous potential of the
China market, it has never been an easy task
for Hong Kong businesses to get a share the
pie in the Mainland. In particular, Hong Kong
businessmen should Pay attention to the
development of sales channels and trading
risks.

With a view to tapping into domestic
market in a more strategic way, local
Manufacturers May need to draw attention
to three keywords starting with 'P'—
Product’ referring to goods Suitable to be
€xported for sale to Mainland China; ‘Place’
referring to channels to be established
O enter the market: and Promotion’

referring to the need of marketing tactics.
