Apart from differences In software
devices, the loophole of Intellectual
Property protection is another reason
for the slow development of electronic
books in the Chinese market. Due to the
quick and easily-be-downloaded nature
of electronic DOOKS, it is €asy to have early
leakage of contents and be downloaded
illegally. “The Intellectual property
problem arisen from electronic books
has long existed. In fact, the problem
has aroused concerns of many people
In Western countries, and many writers
refused to publish books in such way:. In
the Chinese market which has relatively
weak awareness of Intellectual property,
It is more difficult for electronic books
to become popular.” For example, J. K.
Rowling, who has written the famous
fiction serjes Harry Potter, refused to
publish electronic books due to the Jack
of protection of Intellectual property.
Therefore, the major hurdle of popularizing

electronic books js Insufficient intellectyal
PIOPErty protection in the Chinese market.

Reviewing the development of The
Commercial Press, Dr Luk concluded that
It is not much money that the company
could earn, but it bears the responsibility
of keeping the memory and cultural
heritage of the society. No matter in which
country, the income generated by the
publishing Industry is only a tiny portion

of the whole country's GDP. “Many large
publishers in Japan, German and America
are privately owned, those can become
listed companies are minorities.
