Moreover, Joining CAFTA can help
Hong Kong reform Its foreign trade
structure and develop the ASEAN market
The domestic consumption of ASEAN
countries s thriving. To take Thailand,
Indonesia and Malaysia as examples,
private consumption expenditures
dccount for 50-60% of these countries’
GDP. The trade facilitation measures
Within the free trade df€a would stimulate
€xport of goods from Hong Kong to
ASEAN countries; while facilitation
Measures in service and investment
are beneficial for Hong Kong service
Providers to enter the ASEAN domestic
market. Hong Kong enterprises can make
use of their competitive advantages in
retail network. Marketing, supply chain
Management and brand Promotion to
Invest in the retail business or to provide
agency service for Mainland products in
the ASEAN market. By doing so, it would
lead to a more diversified export market
and would improve the foreign trade
structure in Hong Kong.

CAFTA would Dring new Impetus to
the development of trade and professional
Services in Hong Kong.

Hong Kong would Increase. As a result, the
demand for Hong Kong's trade Services
including logistics, forwarding, supply
chain Management, product testing and
certification services would keep rising.

If Hong Kong joins CAFTA, its
intermediary function would be
strengthened, helping to boost the trade
and investment between Mainland and
ASEAN countries. Hong Kong could
S€Ive as a platform to help Mainland and
ASEAN enterprises develop regional or
International markets. As an international
financial centre, an offshore Renminbj
Centre and a regional trading hub, Hong
Kong could provide quality professional
Services such as trading, financial.
logistics, dccounting and legal services to
enterprises of Mainland China and other
ASEAN countries.

Attracting investment from Hong Kong

The inclusion of Hong Kong in
CAFTA would aefinitely bring more direct
foreign investment to ASEAN countries.
ASEAN is an €merging market with
abundant resources attracting many
international Cnterprises to invest there,
Moreover, CAFTA adopts relatively lenient
origin rules, |If the product can fylfill
the requirement that the price of raw

not be less than 40% of the product price
(raw materials components and products
produced outside the free trade area
should not be over 609 of the product
price), it can enjoy preferential tariffs
within the region.
