FOREWORD.

The Seventh Exhibition of Chinese Products, sponsored by the Chinese
Manufacturers' Union again proved a tremendous success. The improved and
varied quality of local manufactures on display at the attractive and colourful
stalls were highly commended by an estimated three quarters of & million people,
inoluding Grovernment officials, high ranking Military, Navy and Air Force
persdnnel, local business men and many visitors from overseas.

For many countries which had unfortunately borne the ravages of war,
the weighty problem to all alike has no less been concerned with the vital
need of reconstruction. Likewise for Hong Kong an equally formidable task
at rehabilitation ‘obtained in the early days of re-occupati The resolute way
in which this job wae tackled has made possible more rapid progress than had
been expected. It is perhape pertinent to mention here that The Hongkong
Chinese Manufacturers’ Union has played its part in the resuscitation of the
industrial life of this Colony.

At the beginning in 1933 The Manufacturers’ Union had around 40
members. Since then it has grown in membership and has now over 560
members, many of whom are leading manufacturers and wellinown industrialists,
Sueh & corporate spirit is 8o well appreciated that the logical conclusion is that it
id bound to take even deeper root in the local soil in years to come. -

A scheme upon which The Manufacturers’ Union has been working was
t build 2,000 temporary homes for workers. The authorities have been app-
roached on the matter and although Government have been quite sympathetic,
their recommendation that a more permanent type of concrete house ghould be
built was not practicable to the sponsors. Therefore this building scheme, for
obvious reasons, could be pushed no farther than its blue-print stage.

Another important project which The Manufacturers' Union has been
gponsoring is the establishment of a technical school which, in addition to
roviding training in factory foremanship and management, is to offer courses
in Textile Industrial Chemistry and Mechanical Engineering. The need for
tachnical education cannot be too strongly emphasized if Honghong is to aspire
to the position of a fully industrialized centre. It is this convietion which
encourages the hope that Crovernment will give sympathetic consideration to this
project in making a grant of & suitable free site as well as a genercus donation.

Of its other activities, The Manufacturers’ Union has actively or-
ganized many Annual Exhibitions of local products. The first post-war one
was held at Kowloon from 16th December 1948 to 2nd January 1949, 150
participants had their own stands and the interest shown in the wide range
of goods on exhibition was attested by the fact that sales made ab the Fair
alone fotched a cash receipt of approximately $2,500,000. The number of
vigitors, including many foreign buyers, was around the figure of 400,000.

This year's Exhibition, which was held on the same site in Kowloon from
15th December, 1949 to 2nd January 1950, attracted wide interest and unges-
tionably was the most ambitions, 216 exhibitors participated and 427 stalls
were erected, Paid admittances totalled 702,985, eclipsing all previous regords.
Prices of products displayed were comparatively cheaper than on the previcus
year, and from a business point of view the Fair was undoubtedly a success
with $3,500,000 worth of goods sold, apart from the fact that numerous large
orders were received for export. The Union’s Foreign Trade Service Department
which was established in the office building in the grounds of the Exhibition
proved of great assistance to the many enguirers.

The contents of this publication represent only part of the records of
this year's Exhibition. We hope they will be of value and service to those
who are interested in Hongkong manufactured goods,

J Two of our principle ambitions have yet to be fulfilled; one is to provide
suitable workers' homes, and the other the organizstion of a modern technical
school where our § and ghargehands can receive adequate truining. Perhaps
it is nok too.much to hope that Government will give us o helping hand as we
try to achieve his ambition.

It shows what we ean make in Hongkong, from roofing tiles
ty nails, from ginger to cosmetics, from ¢pinning yarn to making felt hata,
As T said when I opened the Exhibition last year, the Honghong markeb is a
com paratively small one and we have to rely upon exports, and if we export, our
prices and the quality of vur goods must be able to compete with the products
of other countries. If an industry falls down in either of thess respects that
industry or factory will go out of business. It is therefore incumbent on all
engaged in industry, whether manager, clerk, or factory hand, to work together
for the common good and to ensure that their particular industry is as efficient
a8 it ean be. They must, for example, always have in mind the necéssity to
inatall the most up-to-date machinery available, and to ensure that operatives are
trained to d the most efficient handling of the machinery in their care.

. In this connection, T am very glad to hear that'the Chinese Manufacturers’
Union has it in mind to set up » TechnicalSchool for the training of techniciane,
and 1 can assure you that such a schems will receive encouragement from Gov-
ernment. The time may come, if even an higher quality of-Hongkong products
ia achieved, when this Colony may play its part a8 & dollar earner by exporting
ita well finished artioles to hard currency. markets.
