A slump in visitor means the economy in
Hong Kong and even in the whole southeast
Asia still takes some time to revitalize.

Last year, the expenditure of foreign
travellers in Hong Kong reached HK$72.1
billion with an average amount of HK$6,722
for each tourist staying an average of three
days, a 4.6% drop as compared to that of 1996.
Tourists coming from both Europe and the US
or South East Asia spent less than before on
the whole. Only those from the mainland spent

more in the territory, recording 3.1% rise in
their expenditure last year.

Since the new airport in operation, the Hong
Kong Tourist Association can use it as a selling
point for Hong Kong. But one should bear in
mind that no tourist will travel to a place
because of its new airport. The new airport
can merely be regarded as an attraction, and
only when it makes arriving passengers from
all over the world feel ‘being home’, then it
can be said as a ‘value for money’ airport.

In the long run, the new airport at Chek Lap
Kok certainly helps develop Hong Kong’s
tourist industry. The new airport is able to
operate round the clock and can hand]e a
higher capacity of aircraft after the completion
of the second runway by the end of this year.
The new airport is also able to handle up to
three million tonnes of cargo a year, doubling
Kai Tak’s capacity. Upon full development,

the new airport will have an annual throughput

capacity of nine million tonnes of cargo, It is
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expected that the new airport will be deeply

entangled with Hong Kong's economic pulseg

in future.

How about the hard hit retail businesg
affected by the recent economic downturn? M;y
Philip Ma, Chairman of the Hong Kong Retail
Management Association believes that Hong
Kong will experience a negative growth in
retail business due to the uncertainty of Asian
economic prospect. “The domestic
consumption has accounted for 85% of the total
turnover of local retail business, while the rest
comes from foreign visitors. Therefore, I do
not expect the new airport, after getting into

operation, can help stimulate the retail
industry.”

The new airport is only a hardware needed
to be completed for enhancing Hong Kong's
competitive edge. Each metropolitan needs to
have a modern and well-established airport.
It would be an exquisite dream if one simply
regards the new airport as a ‘magic wand’

which can immediately reverse the current
economic hardship.

It is currently difficult to conclude whether
that the HK$155 billion-worth new airport and
related projects of the Airport Core Programme
are “value for money’. As billions of dollars
have been invested in such a massive project,
the government should now make more efforts
in promoting Hong Kong’s industrial and
commercial developments. Currently, the
rental of commercial premises in Hong Kong
ranks first in the world.

he mainland municipal government’s

listed conglomerates in Hong Kong are
called window companies, many of which are top
red-chip corporations with sound financial strength.
One of them, widely known and spoken about by
citizens and even laymen in equities trading, is
Beijing Enterprises Holdings Limited (the
Company). The company received excessively high
purchase rate when it launched the initial public
offering for listing of the company’s shares on the
stock market in Hong Kong in May last year.

The Association hosted a dinner reception for the delegation
of All-China Federation of Industry and Commerce (ACFIC)
led by the Vice-Chairman of the Chinese People’s Political
Consultative Conference (CPPCC) and Chairman of ACFIC Mr
Jing Shu Ping on June 11.
