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Hong Kong Should Diversify Its Industries

T o tackle the problem of strucrural unemployment, people

from different sectors offer different advice. Given the
existing labour force structure, in order ta enhance the overall
economic strength of Ho ng Kong and to solve the
unemployment problem by getting at its root, the government
should devote its efforts to the diversification of industries,

which is the best way for Hong Kong’s economic

and ]1igh value-added industries and strengthen the economic

co-operations between Hong Kong and various regions in the

Mainland.

The success of the reform and open-door policy of China
has illustrated that regions can co-operate and complement

with one another in various construction projects. At the

transformation.

According to statistics, SMEs engaging in traditional
industries employ about 90% of the workforce, but have always
been neglected by the government. Moreover, the low cost
and high profit resulting from the relocation of the FHong Kong
manufacturing plants to the Mainland in the Jast decade have
slackened the pressure for upgrading of Hong Kong industry.
As a result, Hong Kong manufacturing industry has been

lagging behind in upgrading its internal scructure and

technology.

The restructure of the global economy provides
opportunities for Hong Kong to modify its industrial structure
and to enhance its competitiveness. The launch of CEPA not
only can greatly enhance the market share and competitiveness
of Hong Kong products, but also help solving the structural
unemployment problem and fostering the third economic

transformation of Hong Kong.

Hence, the government should strengthen its support to
the local manufacturing SMEs with focus on nurturing
traditional local brands and further promoting the upgrading
of the traditional industries. Meanwhile, the government may
also help relocating the plants producing mid- and high-end
branded products to Hong Kong by providing funds and
formulating relevant policies, which not only help a large
quantity of labours with low academic qualifications get
employed, but also help enterprises explore the vast Mainland
market by leveraging on CEPA. Besides, the government may
invest in or offer loans with favourable terms to attract branded
enterprises from Hong Kong, Mainland and overseas to set
up plants in Hong Kong, and to attract overseas terciary
institutions to convert their results on research and
development into products in Hong Kong. While fostering
the traditional industries to upgrade and to develop Hong

Kong brands, the government may also develop the hi-tech

same time, Hong Kong can act as an in termediary to help the
Mainland enterprises go aboard and attract foreign investors
to make investment in Mainland so as to enhance the regions’
competitiveness. It is believed that by strengthening the co-
operations and ties on economics, research and development

and education, regions can complement with one another’s

strengths and achieve murual prosperity.

Undoubtedly, diversification of industries cannot be

achieved in one move. However, the economic momentum
and youth unemployment problem have prompted the
government to carry out the “positive intervention” policy for
the industrial transformation. The government should adjust
tts industrial policy, regulation and mechanism at a suitable
time, render full support to the development of diversified
industries with focus on the manufacturing industry, and
devise a mid- to long-term development plan. For instance,
the government may formulate some preferential policies in
order to attract Hong Kong enterprises outside the terricory
to return and to attrace the Mainland private enterprises to
set up their headquarters or research and production bases in
Hong Kong. Besides, the government may build a placform
for the international brands to access the Mainland market,
further nurture the SMEs with potential to grow, and

encourage and assist the youth in developing the creative

industry, etc.

The WEEE Directive

The WEEE Directive came into effect on 13 August 2005
with the introduction of producer responsibility and the
establishment of collection systems for WEEE. The producer or
importer of the goods is responsible for his disposal in line with
the WEEE guidelines. The purpose of this Directive. as a first
priority, is the prevention of waste electrical and electronic
equipment (WEEE), and, in addition, the reuse, recycling and
other forms of recovery of such wastes so as to reduce the disposal
of waste. Italso seeks to improve the environmental performance
of all operators involved in the life cycle of electrical and electronic
equipment, such as producers, distributors and consumers, and.
in particular, those operators directly involved in the treatment
of waste electrical and electronic equipment.

What is Electrical and Electronic Equipment?

Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE) refers to the
equipment which is dependent on electric currents or

electromagneric fields in order to work properly and the

equipment for the generation, transfer and measurement of such
currents and fields; the equipment falling under the categories set
out in Annex 1 of the WEEE Directive; and the equipment
designed for use with a voltage rating not exceeding 1,000 V for
alternﬂting current and 1,500 V for direct current.

The Definition of “Producer”

Producer refers to all companies that put products onto the
EU market Irrespective of selling technique like Internet, mail
order, etc. Producers include those manufacturers selling EEE
under their own brand; those companies reselling under their
own brand EEE produced by others, except when producer’s name
appears on equipment; and those persons im porting or exporting
on a professional basis into any member state.

Separate Collection

For household WEEE, it is free of charge to householders,
although visible fee is allowed for transitional period. Distributors
will offer ‘like-for-like’ take-back. Producers will be responsible
to collect from the collection facilities, such as municipal sites.
Member States shall ensure that by 31 December 2006 at the
latest a rate separate collection of ar least 4kg on average per
inhabitant per year of WEEE from private households is achieved.
For B-to-B WEEE, no collection target is set and producers shall

be responsible for collection of new WEEE.

Treatment of WEEE

Details for the treatment of WEEE are set out in Article 6
of the Directives. Member States Mmay set up minimum quality
standards for the treatment of collected WEEE. For PCR
.centeining capacitors, mercury containing components, printed
circuit boards, CRTs and external electrical cables, etc have to be
treated according to the Annex [[. Member States shall ensure
that producers or third parties acting on their behalf, in
accordance with Community legislation, set up systems for

treatment of WEEE using best available treatment, recovery and

However, many will opt for adherence to compliance scheme
membership, while some might go it alone’ through variety of
methods. Financial guarantee such as producer compliance
scheme, insurance, etc is required. For historic household WEEE,
all producers have to contribute to toral costs according to their
market shares, by weight and category type.

For new B-to-B WEEE, that is after 13 August 2005,
producers are responsible to pay. However, producers and users
may conclude agreements by stipulating other finance methods.
For historic B-to-B WEEE, that is before 13 August 2005,
producers have to pay for the collection, treatment, recycling
when customer buys the same or similar product. Where this s
no new purchase, it will be ysers to pay.

Marking

Member States shall ensure that any producer of an electrical
or electronic appliance put on the marker after 13 August 2005
1s clearly identifiable by a mark on the appliance. The marking
should consist of 3 unique identification of the producer. This
can take the form of g hrand name, trademark, or other suitable

means to identify che producer. Producers have to put date mark

Monitoring and Control Equipment, and spare parts for the
repair, or the reuse of EEE put on the market before 1 July 2006
including capacity upgrades. Other "WEEE' exclusions apply as
well, including equipment part of other equipment not covered

by the scope, military equipment, | arge-scale stationary industrial
tools and fixed installations.

‘Producers’ are responsible for making sure products comply
with the legislation after 1 July 2006 and component
manufacturers have no direct legal responsibility under the
Directive. Exact scope is not definitive and could be broadened
in the coming years.

Products not compliant to the directive can no longer be
placed on the EU. Products could be removed from sale if they
are found to contain more than the permitted level of these
substances.

Compliance Framework

Self-declaration will be most likely basis for compliance
regime. Producers have to demonstrate compliance through the

Pproduction of likely evidence, most likely including supplier

declarations and product testing.

Conclusion

At present, there are still some uncertainties in various aspects
such as the scope, compliance regimes, reporting, required
treatment, etc. The challenge of the two green directives of WEEE
and RoHS may increase the financial burden on manufacturers,
OEMs and related business to absorb the costs of collecting,
recycling and redesigning the regulated materials. However, the
two directives can be a business opportunity for the
manufacturers. If products can meet the specific requirements
of the directives, manufacturers can enjoy competitive edge in
the marker. Manufacrurers should pay attention to the
requirements of WEEE and RoHS to avoid the penalties.
