n the back of several years’ robust growth, Hong
0 Kong's economy continued to expand at a brisk
pace In the first half of 2007. According to Government
statistics, GDP in real terms rose by 6.1% in the first
quarter ot 2007 over a year earlier. and acce erated
to 6.2% in the third quarter. From mid-2003, Hong
Kong's economy has maintained above-trend (4.5% or
above) growth for 16 quarters in a row, marking the

longest uptrend since the return of the territory to the
motherland.

Notwithstanding a bevy of uncertainties, the global
economic environment is expected to remain largely
positive in the months to come. The adjustments in the
US housing sector, coupled with the recent sub-prime
mortgage crisis, have triggered off turbulences in the
financial market. A large-scale financial crisis is however

unlikely, given the concerted moves to Inject liquidity by
central banks and the still-strong fundamentals in the
large industrial countries and major emerging economies
alike. In particular, the sustained economic expansion in
the Euro area and Japan as well as the vibrant growth of
other Asian economies would help to take up the slack

of a weakening US economy.

The Mainland economy managed to achieve a
double-digit growth in the first six months of 2007,
despite the substantial appreciation of RMB and the
tightening-up of macroeconomic adjustment measures.
It is almost certain that, with the unfolding of so-called
“Olympic Economy” effects in 2008, China will continue
to be one of the engines to prope global growth,
with the Hong Kong economy being one of the major
beneficiaries.

On the domestic front, the likelihood of further
interest cuts in the US, together with the liberalization of
overseas portfolio investments by Mainland Individuals,

would maintain abundant liquidity in Hong Kong's
financial sector. At the same time, the unemployment
rate is standing at 3.6% currently, among the lowest in
the recent decade. With the continued improvements
in the labour market, sustained Corporate profit growth,
and the powerful wealth effect emanating from the
buoyant property market and escalating stock prices,
local spending and investment should not fail to keep up
strong momentum and further stoke Uup our economic
locomotive.

In a nutshell, we are cautiously optimistic about
Hong Kong's economic outlook for year 2008. We
anticipate however that the pace of real GDP growth may
ease 1o 5% in year 2008, while the inflation rate may
edge up to 3%. ),

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2. Use of surplus to promote long-term investment

Encouraging the Industry to Enhance
Environmental Benefits

1. Encourage environmental investment by fiscal and
tax measures
The CMA welcomes the Government’s allocation
of HK$93 million to fund a 5-year project to help
and encourage Hong Kong-invested factories in the
Pearl River Delta Region to use clean manufacturing
technology and procedures. Since the project focuses

on the evaluation of environmental performance and
initial consultation, participating enterprises need to
Invest considerable amounts of resources at their own
expense in order to put the improvements into 'actual
practice. The CMA suggests that the Government
consider introducing complementary measures in terms
of financial benefits to encourage enterprises to invest
In projects that enhance environmental benefits. For
example, manifold allowances can be offered to offset
expenditures from environmental protection measures,
or a special fund can be set up or the existing “SME
Funding Scheme” can be used as credit guarantee or
as subsidies to help enterprises acquire equipment
and services promoting environmental protection. The
Government may also encot rage Hong Kong banks to
develop a “green credit” business.

instance, the Government may consider using a portion
of the surplus to set up a seed fund for a medica|
security fund, so that a foundation can be laid for the
health care financing reform. In addition, the fund and
its revenue can also be used to lessen the public’s
contribution burden once the mandatory medical saving

scheme is launched.

Enhancing the flexibility of instalment tax payment

Since many enterprises usua ly have larger funds
expenditures at the end of each yéar and in January
for paying bonuses and incentives to their employees,
their cash flow becomes relatively tight during this
period. The CMA suggests that the Inland Revenue
Department optimise the apportioning of instalment
tax payment to lower the proportion of the first
Instalment of tax payable and to allow enterprises to
postpone the payment of a larger proportion of tax (such
as the portion of prepaid tax) to the second instalment
in April.

Review taxation practice of offshore revenue

The CMA suggests that the Government review the
execution practice of taxation and, in particular,
clarify the taxation method of offshore revenue. Via
a clear definition of the principles of profit source, a
revision of the Inland Revenue Department’s relevant
Internal guidelines (DIPN 21) and a return to the usua
practice of tax calculation according to “principa
trading activities”, uncertainties and unknown factors
'egarding taxation arrangements of enterprises can be
eliminated, and thus maintain the edge of Hong Kong's

taxation environment as being simple, clear and with
high predictability.

Making Effective Use of Surplus to Enhance

Supporting the Sustainable Development of
Overseas and Domestic Industries

The CMA urges the Government to place appropriate
emphasis on industry, and, in particular, to invest more
resources to promote the healthy, orderly and sustainable
development of Hong Kong-invested enterprises in the Pear
River Delta Region. In the long-run, Hong Kong should set
up a high-level “Hong Kong Industrial Development Bureau”
as a standing body to co-ordinate domestic and overseas
industrial development affairs. For the time being, however,
the Government may consider setting up a designated
committee or organisation as soon as possible and provide
Ssufficient resources to concentrate on handling problems
Hong Kong manufacturers encounter when operating a
business in the Mainland. It is of particular Importance that
help should be offered to the industry in the understanding
and accommodation of new policies and regulations in the
Mainland, such as the recently launched Processing Trade
Policy and Labour Contract Law.

Set up an environmental technology centre

The CMA recommends the establishment of an
environmental technology centre under the “Innovation
and Technology Fund” as a platform to introduce and
exchange the latest environmenta] technology and
iInformation. At the same time, it can also prwide
the industry with technical support in developing
environmental products. '

make products more flexible, and are often ca
“plasticizers”. They are found in various products like
flooring, medical devices and children toys. Experiments
were conducted on animals, and some Phthalates have

been found associated with endocrine disruption, liver

abnormalities, fertility problems and cancer. Hence,
California government enacted a legislation to restrict the
use of certain Phthalates in toys and childcare products.

“Toy” and “Childcare article” are defined clearly to
avoid misunderstanding of manufacturers and buyers.
“Toy” refers to all products designed or intended by
manufacturers to be used by children when they play; while
“childcare article” is product designed or intended by the
manufacturer to facilitate sleep, relaxation. feeding of
children, or to help children with sucking or teething,
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Starting from 1 January 2009, the manufacture, sale
or distribution of toys and childcare articles with more than
0.1% of di (2 ethylhexyl) phthalate (DEHP), dibutyl phthalate
(DBP), or butyl benzyl phthalate (BBP) will be prohibited.
For any toy or childcare article intended to be used by a
child under three years old and the product can be placed
In their mouth, the SdMe prohibition is applied if the
Product contains more than 0.1% of diisononyl phthalate

(DINP), diisodecyl phthalate (DIDP), or di-n-octylphthalate
