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The Door to Tapping the Mainland Market

"l n early June, | was invited to attend the “Asian-Pacific
L Chinese Entrepreneurs Forum” and to give a speech
on the role of Chinese entrepreneurs in the development
of Southwestern China. My conclusion is that Chinese
entrepreneurs and Southwestern China are a perfect match
in the global business and trade in the new era.

First of all, the southwestern part of China enjoys
Incomparable geographical advantages. It is strategically
located in the heart of various economic Zones in
Asia, acting as a magnet to attract investments from
entrepreneurs all over the world. Moreover, its abundant
resources and industrial mix also make it a focal point in
the global development.

S0, what is the edge of the Chinese entrepreneurs in
coping with the immense opportunities? From my point of
view, there are two aspects, namely the industrial transfer
and brand development.

To date, in the Pearl River Delta (PRD) region alone,
Hong Kong entrepreneurs have established more than
95,000 manufacturing enterprises, creating more than
9.6 million job opportunities. Over the years, Hong Kong
entrepreneurs have been unceasingly adjusting their
operation strategy and mode to cope with the rapid
development of the Mainland. Most of our members have
already shifted from the traditional OEM to ODM and have
invested heavily in environmental friendly production. The
Association also set up the Hong Kong Brand Development
Council, aiming to pool together the efforts of the
government, the business associations as well as the
community in the promotion of brand development,

When the development of a region becomes mature,
it normally results in industrial transfer, just like what the
Hong Kong entrepreneurs in the PRD region are currently
facing. We have to change our operation strategy, not only
for lowering the production costs in the shortterm, but
also for coping with the fundamental change from relying
totally on the European and the US markets in the past to
exploring the Mainland or even the entire Asian markets.

With the advantages in water, electricity and labour

supply as well as the ability to radiate to the central
western part of China and the ASEAN market, Southwestern
China is well-poised to succeed to the industrial transfer of
the PRD region. We hope that the provincial governments
will devise strategic plans and launch practical measures
to assist Chinese entrepreneurs including Hong Kong
manufacturers in the process of industrial transfer. We
also hope that the governments will formulate a unified
plan for the collective removal of industries with supporting
facilities that are environmentally friendly and establish
a mechanism for the sustainable development of the
Industries.

Today, the Chinese entrepreneurs can no longer rely on
their traditional mode of operation. We have to explore ways
of collaborating with local entrepreneurs in Southwestern
China to jointly develop the Mainland and the global
markets. To stand out in the fierce competition, a company
has no better choice than developing its own brand. Only
through this can the company maintain Its market share

~ and control the price of its products.

In the future, those brands that are successful in the
international market, whether they are produced by Chinese

entrepreneurs or by local entrepreneurs in Southwestern |

China, are considered to be our mutual assets. Therefore,
both the Chinese entrepreneurs and the local entrepreneurs
in Southwestern China should break various cultural,
administrative and market entry barriers and join hands
In gaining a larger market share. We should regard the
success of any of the entrepreneurs in Southwestern China
as our success. | believe many Chinese entrepreneurs
will agree with me that Southwestern China is the door to
tapping the vast Mainland market. QD

We are glad
that the matter was resolved in a peaceful manner ana we still maintain a good relationship with Lacoste,” says Mr
Lam.

Mr Lam is optimistic about the future of Hong Kong. Hong Kong continues to be a “Shopping Paradise”, evidenced
by the flagship stores and one-stop shops opened by the foreign brands recently. To cater for the market needs,
Crocodile will keep introducing new products. “For Instance, we launched a baby series in May and a sunglaéses series
in June for customers to enjoy the one-stop shop service. We will expand our business in Hong Kong and the Mainland
not only by increasing the number of outlets, but also by raising our brand image.

Hung Fook Tong Seeing Opportunities in Crisis

People dared not dine out during SARS. Executive Director of
Hung Fook Tong Mr Ricky Szeto recalls: “To tackle the problem, we
bottled our drinks so that people could take home our products. We
were the first company to introduce the ‘Radix Isatidis’ bottled drinks.
Besides, we delivered healthy drinks to hospital staff, and organised a

Central Management

Microsoft New Products To Keep Clients

Nowadays, nobody would deny that computer has become a necessity, but it was not the
case in the 90's. General Manager of Microsoft Hong Kong Mr Herman Lam recalls: “When
Microsoft launched Windows 95 in 1995, personal computer was not so popular at that
time.” To date, Microsoft has developed Windows Vista and 2007 Microsoft Office System,
the two software together recorded more than 5 millions downloads over the world.

Microsoft is the largest software supplier in the world. It entered the Hong Kong market
in 1991. The company has been putting lots of resources in research and development.
“For the financial year of 2007, we will invest US$7.5 billion in research and development,”

| As most of the manufacturing facilities have been relocated from Hong Kong
 to Mainland China in the past 20 years, some people would think that 'Hong Kong
Industry has become a “sunset industry”. CMA President Mr Peter Hung totally
disagrees to it. He says: “It's true that most Hong Kong factories have moved
to Mainland China, but their back office which provides accounting and logistics
supports remains in Hong Kong. How could we say that there’s no industry in Hong

Kong?”

To Mr Hung, there was no plain sailing for Hong Kong industry in the past

10 years. Mr Hung says: “The Asian financial turmoil happened right after the

Handover. Many investors soon transferred their capital from the Southeast Asia to China. and ultimately developed
China into the “Global Factory”.” However, many problems arose from the boom of the Mainland industry, including

competition with Mainland enterprises; shortage of land and labour supply; appreciation of Reminbi: and tightening of

the environmental policy of the Guangdong government.

Reducing Cost while Improving Technology
Mr Hung continues: “Now, it's a difficult time for the manufacturers.” What should manufacturers do? He suggests

3 ways. Firstly, manufacturers have to improve their technology, which could reduce costs like labour cost and energy

consumption. Secondly, manufacturers could improve their products in order to develop the heavy industry, Mr Hung

eX

lains: “It does not mean to change the production field. Enterprises could just slightly alter their products for other |

E
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markets.” For instance, enterprises in the metal ware and plastic industries could explore the car components market.
Thirdly, manufacturers may shift their sales focus from the overseas markets to the domestic market of Mainland China.

Promoting Brand Development

Looking ahead, CMA will pursue 3 goals as revealed by Mr Hung. Firstly, CMA is lobbying for the equal status of the
"Hong Kong Top Brand™ and “Hong Kong Top Service Brand” organized by Hong Kong Brand Development Council with
the “Well-known Trademark” in Mainland China. Secondly, CMA will strive for the promotion of headquarter economy in
Hong Kong. By attracting Chinese enterprises to set up their headquarters in Hong Kong, they will bring their Mainland
networks to Hong Kong, helping to enlarge our economy. Finally, he thinks that the SAR government should pay more
attention to Hong Kong industry. Hong Kong manufacturers are facing many difficulties in Mainland China, and would be
forced to move to inland if the government does not offer his helping hand. They would take away their back office to

the Mainland as well.

Conclusion: On 1 July 2007, Hong Kong celebrates its 10th anniversary of the unification with China. There are
many good news around: Hang Seng Index lingers at 22,000, unemployment rate keeps lowering, the Beijing 2008

: Olympic Games is getting closer... Despite many difficulties ahead, the rapid development of Mainland China will

With
experience in nursing, she has completed courses in areas
such as nutrition and natural therapy, which are nelpful
In sourcing and promoting health products and Chinese
traditional patent medicines. “We work with producers
to highlight the active ingredient of the product. We also
work closely with the Chinese Medicine Department of the
Baptist University to control product quality and improve the
formulae.”

She stresses that all her products have undergone
comprehensive testing: apart from the mandatory tests
on heavy metal and pesticides, tests are also done on the
composition of all its products, so that the content of the
active ingredient surpasses that of other brands. In addition,
its producers are also GMP and TGA certified.

Establishing a brand is no easy task, but she is glad
that the company has not met with too many difficulties so
far. “Even during SARS, business didn't drop but instead
grew by 20 to 30 percent, thanks to the efforts from all the

staff.”

also operates a customer service centre that provides

comprehensive services, including do-it-yourself blood sugar

and cholesterol tests, therapy follow-ups, health enquiry
services and seminars. In particular, she makes use of
these seminars to educate the public and urges people to
change their fast food habit. These seminars also allow
Ner to obtain first-hand information so that she can closely
meet the needs of the market. The company also adopts a
money-back guarantee policy: for instance, customers who
nave taken Cardio Pro for a month with no improvement in
their cholesterol level will get their money back.

On the keen competition in the Industry, Gammy says
that Herbs Generation has not participated in any price cuts.
Instead, with its product efficacy and the resources spent
on research and value-added services, Herbs Generation
has positioned itself in the upper-middle market.

Gammy also says that the company is striving towards
multi-faceted development, selling products that target
urban diseases such as problems with joints, eyes and
diabetes. The company also has a line of traditional Chinese
nealth products that aims to supplement the body and
Increase immunity.

As for management, she believes that hands-off,
less interference is the best management style. She puts
her trust in her staff’s self discipline while Increasing
communication, sharing experience and solving pmblems
together. “When problem arises, | would ask the staff to
make an introspection to see what went wrong with his or
her own management before putting the blame on external

circumstances.” And she adds, “We are a health foods
