Slackened Economic
Anticipated in 2009

] nder the threat of the global financial tsunami, i
& is anticipated that Hong Kong’s economic growth
will slacken in 2009. The GDP is likely to experience a
negative growth while the unemployment rate will climb
up to an alarming level of over 5 %. Fortunately, the
inflation rate is expected to decline as well following the
decrease in the price of fuels and raw materials. Thus,
the chance of stagflation is slim.

The recent sub-prime mortgage crisis in the US has
triggered a worldwide economic recession, and Hong
Kong is inevitably being affected. The performance
of our external trade was far from satisfactory, as the
growth of export trade fell from 8.3% in the first quarter
to 1.4% in the third quarter last year. On the domestic
front, the negative effects of company closures and
layoffs have intensified the decline in consumption. As a
result, the growth of private consumption expenditure in
real terms fell from 7.9% in the first quarter to 0.2% in
the third quarter last year.

The external environment is anticipated to be more
severe in the coming months, further increasing our risk
of economic slowdown. Some US and European flagship
enterprises in the financial or other sectors are facing

an unprecedented crisis and are seeking for the help

from their local governments. Many global enterprises
are encumbered with loss from derivatives and the
consequences are emerging. As predicted by the
International Monetary Fund (IMF), negative economic
growth is likely to exist in the US, Euro region and Japan
In the coming year. It is a challenging year for our export
trade and we can no longer rely on it as the main driving

force for our economic growth.

Undoubtedly, we have to rely more heavily on
domestic consumption to be our economic locomotive
this year. The accumulated wealth of the public and the
low interest rate environment, plus the rebound of the
stock market, would help to boost people's confidence
In consumption.

In a nutshell, we are cautious about Hong Kong's
economic outlook in 2009. Fortunately, to our great
relief, the recent economic adjustment is not originated
from Hong Kong and Mainland China. If the external
environment remains stable, and those short-term
consumption stimulation and long-term economic
structure improvement measures could be launched, we
are hopeful that our economy will be able to revive from
the downturn in the beginning of 2010 or earlier. D

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Suggestions for Supporting SMEs

= he financial tsunami triggered by the sub-prime

v mortgage crisis in the United States is anticipated to
result in a global economic slowdown in the year to come.
Currently, SMEs are facing many operation difficulties.
among which are credit crunch, payment defaults,
diminishing orders as well as surging costs. To offset the
undesirable effects brought by the shrinking traditional
export markets, local SMEs need to step up efforts in
opening up the Mainland market.

The Association welcomes the relaxation of the

guarantee amount of the “SME Loan Guarantee Scheme”
and the addition of the $100 billion “Special Loan
Guarantee Scheme”. While feeling appreciative, we hope
that the Government would quickly conduct a review after
the implementation of the Scheme, and would consider
further lifting the loan guarantee ratio when necessary.
In order to help SMEs ease cash flow, the Government is
advised to play an active role as a facilitator, urging banks
to relax the approval of loans to SMEs on the one hand.
and encouraging the Hong Kong Export Credit Insurance

s

Corporation to raise the guaranteed loan ameunt, relax the
approval requirements as well as lifting the guaranteed
risks on the other.

To alleviate the impact of shrinking export markets,
It is needed for SMEs to open up the domestic market '
in the Mainland and to quicken the pace in brand
development. The CMA has the following suggestions:

Providing Direct Financial Support

By utilizing and strengthening of the existing funding
mechanisms, it is advisable for the Government to provide direct
financial assistance for companies to develop their own brands.
For instance, on top of the existing “SME Export Marketing
Fund”, a “Brand Promotion Aiding Scheme” could be considered
to help SMEs in their local and overseas brand promotion.
Meanwhile, the financial assistance offered by the “Design-
Business Collaboration Scheme” under the “DesignSmart
Initiative” could be extended to cover brand research. design,
development and promotion of SMES in collaboration with local
consultancy firms or academic institutes.
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Setting up a Brand Innovation Centre

The Government may refer to the function and
structure of the “Hong Kong Design Centre” to set up a
“Brand Innovation Centre”, with an aim to provide technical
assistance to SMEs in the development of product and
service brands. In the short run, the “SME Development
Fund” may use “brand” as the theme and invite academic,
professional as well as business supporting organizations
to apply for funding of research projects that are conducive

Improving Visual ldentity of Location Brand

We need to take a step further to improve and promote
the visual identity of the “Location Brand” of Hong Kong.
Apart from widening the usage of the “Dragon Symbol”, the
Government may also consider setting up a geographic 10g0
system which represents “Made by Hong Kong", Designed
by Hong Kong” as well as “Created by Hkong Kong”, or even
promulgates the “Management and Protection of Hong
Kong Trademark Ordinance” to encourage and facilitate
companies in using the “Dragon Symbol” to promote their
products and services.

Tax Arrangements

It is suggested that the Government may study tne
practices of the Mainland and overseas In providing
a preferential profits tax rate, say 10%, to companies
whose profits are below a certain level. More flexible tax
arrangements or even suspension of tax payments could
be granted to these companies to ease their cash flow.

Given that many companies usually have more
expenses at the end or beginning of the year due 1o double
pay and year-end bonuses, their cash flow is very tight over
this period of time. In view of this, we suggest that the
Inland Revenue Department may optimize the tax-payment
ratio, i.e. to reduce the proportion of tax payment in the
first phase and allow companies to postpone their pre-tax
payment to the second phase.

Enhancing Competitiveness

Last but not least, the Government may consider
setting up a designated fund for the “Industrial
Transformation and Upgrading Scheme”, or else extending
the scope of the “Innovation and Technology Fund” to
cover Hong Kong companies in the Mainland, especially
those in the Pearl River Delta Region which are engaged in
innovation activities. This can facilitate the transformation
and upgrading of industries through improving their
operational and management efficiency and increasing the
added value of their products. a

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Building Up Platforms for Brand Promotion

The Government may copy the model of “Design
Gallery” and build up some platforms for promotion of
local brands. The Government may study the possibility of
setting up specialty shops or themed zones for displaying
and selling Hong Kong brands and products at the airport,
train stations and commercial districts where passenger
traffic is huge, and provide special offers to attract local
