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CMA Forms “Strategy Workshop”

o strengthen the CMA’s bridging role between the
T HKSAR Government and industry, a think tank,
namely the “Strategy Workshop”, was formed by the
Association in August this year after months of preparation
work, with a view to conducting strategic research on key
economic and social areas and formulating forward-looking
recommendations for the betterment of Hong Kong.

The Workshop operates as a think tank where over
100 elites from industry and commerce, professional
fields, academia, culture and education, and other
sectors exchange their knowledge, experience and views
on economic and social issues. Since its inception, the
Workshop has received enthusiastic support from over 100
elites, each served either as a convener, a member or an
advisor of the five Sub-Committees namely “Industry and
Trade”, “Finance and Economy”, “Culture and Creativity”,
“Social Affairs” and “Education Affairs”.

Conveners of the Sub-Committees are CMA Vice-
Presidents Dr David Wong, Mr F C Lo, Dr Eddy Li;
Executive Committee Member Mr Ronald Lye and General
Committee Member Mr Lo Yuk Lam, while some CMA
General Committee members and prominent figures from
related sectors are appointed as members and advisors

respectively.

Led by a convener, each Sub-Committee would conduct
strategic research on topical issues and put forward
practical yet visionary advice and recommendations to the
HKSAR Government, with the objective of exploring new
growth areas and stepping up the development pace of
Hong Kong. The Sub-Committees are expected to meet
early next year to determine their modus operandi as well

as their priority projects.

The logo of the Strategy Workshop, by using the
corporate blue and red colours of the CMA, is simple
and distinctive.

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Introduction

“Electric vehicle” has become a hot topic recently. As
stated in the newly released 2009-2010 Policy Address, the
Government will give preference to models which comply
with environmental and efficiency standards when procuring
sovernment vehicles, and will work with the two power
companies to launch an electric vehicle leasing scheme,
so that Hong Kong will rank second in Asia, after Japan,
where electric vehicles are widely used. Earlier this year,
the Government has set up the “Steering Committee on the
Promotion of Electric Vehicles”, with an aim to study the
feasibility of providing re-charging facilities in government
multi-storey car parks and to explore ways to encourage the
business sectors to set up such facilities. The Government
has also taken the initiative by spending HK$4 million to
purchase 10 electric vehicles. Riding on the concept of
environmental friendliness and energy saving, “electric
vehicle” has become a rising star in the global automobile
industry, and will likely induce a reform in the human

transportation history.

The current focuses of the Government and other
sectors on electric vehicles are the reduction in emission
of greenhouse gases and provision of supportive measures
for promoting the use of electric vehicles. Very few people
have noticed that Hong Kong has a host of advantages and
the potential for the development of electric vehicles in

areas like research and development, sales and marketing
as well as assembly and manufacturing.

Current Situation

Currently, hybrid-electric vehicles and electric bikes
are more mature and well developed in the global market
of electric vehicles. Despite the fact that hybrid-electric
vehicles perform better in terms of endurance, re jlance,
and stability, many countries and regions are speeding up
their research on single power source electric vehicles,
such as “MrCar” developed by Hong Kong Polytechnic
University, which has already entered the stage of mass

production.

Faam

In 2009, electric vehicles only account for 1.6% while
pure electric vehicles account for less than 0.5% in the
global automobile market. According to the research report
released by German Strategy Consultants Ltd. Roland
Berger, the global market value of auto parts, motors and
batteries of electric vehicles is estimated to be between
EUR2.6 billion and EUR4 billion. However, starting from
2020, the value is anticipated to surge to between EUR20
billion and EUR50 billion yearly, and will eventually reach
a scale of EUR100 billion. Roland Berger also predicts
that the market share of electric vehicles in the global
automobile market will rise to 10% in 2020, and up to 50%

in some countries like China.

On technology front, China has competitive edge in
single power source electric bikes, but Japan leads the
market in the production of single power source electric
vehicles and batteries, while the United States and the
European countries are lagging behind as a result of the
financial tsunami and underestimation. To catch up with
the global development, US President Barack Obama
recently announced a US$2.4 billion plan to subsidize 43
projects relating to electric vehicles, such as research and
development of batteries. Being the biggest user market
of automobiles, the participation of the US will certainly
induce a new wave of development for electric vehicles.
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Competitive Advantages

The reason why electric vehicle has been brought
into the limelight is due to its advantages such as energy
efficiency, environmental effectiveness and high safety level.

Energy Efficiency

Nowadays, countries all over the world begin to realize
the importance of finding oil substitutes as oil reserves
keep reducing and have reached a level of barely enough
for extraction for 50 years more. As a matter of fact, the
energy efficiency of petroleum-powered vehicles is relatively
low, i.e. only 20% of energy is used for driving the wheels
of a petroleum-powered vehicle vis-a-vis 75% of energy is
used for driving an electric vehicle.

Environmental Effectiveness

The exhaust of conventional vehicles is hazardous to
people’s health and the respiratory system. Carbon dioxide
emitted by cars is known as the main cause for greenhouse
effect and drastic climatic change. Even if people use the
more environmentally friendly diesel car model of European
Union 1, the emission of respirable suspended particulates
(RSP) is reduced merely by 50%. To completely solve the
problem of road pollution, the best way is to use vehicles
with zero exhaust. Among limited choices, electric vehicle
Is more practical and mature in terms of technology.
Moreover, as it lacks internal combustion engine, it is

quieter when running on the road, helping to alleviate the
problem of noise pollution.
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High Safety Level

Car fuel is a kind of liquid fuel characterized b ih
flammability and low heat resistance. In case ¢ g
accident, the sparks caused by collision may result i e
or explosion. Electric vehicles, which use batterie: 3re
relatively safer. On the other hand, the internal stru :yre
of electric vehicles is simple and, therefore, it is earli: - for

repair and maintenance.

Economic Benefits

The outbreak of the financial tsunami has reflected the
importance of and urgency for diversification of industries
in Hong Kong. Many people have pointed out that there
is a bright future for high value-added manutacturing in
Hong Kong. In addition to innovative and hi-tech industries,
Hong Kong is suitable for the development of intensive,
craftsmanship- and design-oriented, environmental effective
and high value-added industries. The manufacturing
industry of electric vehicles is able to fulfill all these

requirements, providing a golden opportunity for industrial
diversification in Hong Kong.

Enabling Clustering Effect

Apart from environmental effectiveness, the
development of the manufacturing industry of electric
vehicles will bring enormous economic benefits to Hong
Kong. The automobile industry is characterized by a long
Industry chain, helping to propel the development of its
associated industries. Research shows that there are more
than 200,000 parts in a car. The upstream supply chain
of an automobile covers steel, rubber, petrochemicals,
Plastics and glass; the midstream includes machineries,
€lectronics and milling machines; while the downstream

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Driving the Services Industry

The development of the manufacturing industry of
electric vehicles in Hong Kong will bring about the demand
for research and development, testing and certification,
exterior design, and environmental technologies, stimulating
the development of the four key industries including testing
and certification, innovation and technology, cultural and
creative industries, and environmental industry.

For instance, every electric vehicle has to go through
rounds of testing and certification before passing out. The
design of an electric vehicle involves air dynamics, battery
technology and recharging technology, all of which can
hecome focus areas for innovation and technology. On
the other hand, the exterior design, car body colours and
patterns, as well sales and marketing rely on the support
of the creative industries. Moreover, the improvement
in battery performance, the research on recycled
batteries, and the disposal of scrap batteries relate to the
environmental industry.

Easing Structural Unemployment

Recently, the number of unemployed has reached
200,000 in Hong Kong. It is noteworthy that the
unemployment rate of youth aged between 15 and
19 lingers at 20%, and the unemployment rate of the
manufacturing and construction industries is relatively high.

it is widely known that the manufacturing industry has
more flexibility for employment. Although the manufacturing
industry accounts for less than 3% of our GDP, it directly
employs 126,000 workers, taking up 5.1% of the total
employment. The development of the manufacturing
industry of electric vehicles in Hong Kong will create
abundant job opportunities, helping to ease the intensifying
structural unemployment.

Development Feasibility

From the perspectives of technology, capital, market
and supporting industries, it is viable for Hong Kong to
develop the manufacturing industry of electric vehicles.

Early Start Up

The manufacturing of electric vehicles is an emerging
industry. Its related technologies, especially battery
technology, are far from maturity. China, Japan, South
Korea and Hong Kong are forerunners in terms of
research and development and mass production; while the
United States and the European countries are playing catch
up. For instance, “MyCar” developed by the Hong Kong

Dolytechnic University has received orders from France,
taly and Demark, and has started mass production in
Dongguan. It is said that Hong Kong is running at the
forefront in the production of electric vehicles in the
international arena.

Aided by Supporting Industries

Since the establishment of the Hong Kong R&D
Centre for Automotive Parts and Accessory System by the
HKSAR Government in 2006, the number of manufacturers
engaging in automotive parts production, ranging from
precision fasteners, car hifi to LED car lamps, has been
increasing. With the backing of the well-developed Mainland
automobile industry, it is easy to build up a supporting
system for electric vehicles in Hong Kong.

Increased Awareness on Environmental Protection

Public awareness of environmental protection has
increased as Hong Kong is severely affected by air
nollution. On the other hand, electric vehicles are quieter
on road and can alleviate the problem of noise pollution.
The promotion of the manufacturing industry of electric
vehicles in Hong Kong is able to meet people’s expectation
on “going green”. Thus, it will be easier to gain their
support if the Government provides preferential policies or
subsidy measures for the industry.

Easier to Build Up the Local Market

In view of the short driving distance in Hong Kong, i.€.
within a few tens of kilometers, electric vehicle is said to
be a desirable transport for Hong Kong. Moreover, economy
of scale can be achieved for building the recharging system
of electric vehicles as electricity supply is stable and
electricity coverage is extensive in Hong Kong. According
to recent news reports, some real estate developers have
expressed interest in the installation of the recharging
facilities of electric vehicles at private car parks, and
have approached the Hong Kong Productivity Council for
cooperation.
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Great Potential for Mainland Cooperation

China strives to become the world production centre for
accessory systems of electric vehicles. According to Roland
Berger's research report, China is hopeful to become
a world leader in electric vehicle technology as China
accounts for 22% of the global production of lithium-ion
batteries while the production cost is 25% lower. Moreover,
the technology of lithium iron phosphate battery, which is
more durable than lithium-ion battery, has become mature
in Mainland China. Hong Kong may form strategic alliances

with Mainland China in developing technologies related to
electric vehicles.

Policy Recommendations

Hong Kong has certain advantages in developing
electric vehicles. However, if we do not make use of them.
they will vanish quickly.

Building an Electric Vehicle Industrial Park

To grasp the opportunity, the Government may start
with the supply of land. It usually requires a huge space for
building up a manufacturing plant of electric vehicles but
the rent is expensive in Hong Kong. Therefore, we suggest

Providing Tax Incentives

The Government may provide different incer ves
such as concession of rent, subsidies for researc! ang
development and labour, as well as buying shares t¢ lure
brands like “MyCar” and “BYD" to set up their manufac' ring
and R&D base in the park, thereby attracting manufact: :rers
of auto parts and accessory systems to come.

Setting Up an R&D Centre at River Loop

The Government may set up an R&D centre for electric
vehicles and a tertiary education base at River Loop, which
serves to provide a pool of talent in design, engineering,
production management and sales for the industries
in the park.

Encouraging People to Use

The Government may take the lead in introducing
electric vehicles in the car fleet of its bureaus and
departments, public organizations as well as subsidized
organizations. By means of tax or financial incentives, the
Government may also encourage the public transportation

sector, the commercial sector as well as the general public
to purchase electric vehicles.

Using Electric Vehicles for Road Transport

Hong Kong may become the first to develop a road
transport system based on electric vehicles, which will help
publicize Hong Kong-made electric vehicles to the world on
