Despite cold and rainy weather during the Expo period,
the 44" Hong Kong Brands and Products Expo achieved
a huge success and scaled a new height with a record
attendance of 2.29 million visitors, thanks to the staunch
support from the exhibitors and the public. Riding on the
success of the Expo in Hong Kong, we will stage the “Hong
Kong Trendy Products Expo™ In Nanning, Guangxi, for the
frst time end of January, with the aim of assisting Hong
Kong manufacturers In developing the enormous Mainland
market.

Besides, the Association will make USE of various
channels to reflect views of Hong Kong manufacturers 1o
the local and Mainland authorities. We will discuss policy
issues relating to the long-term interests of Hong Kong
with advisors from various sectors at our newly formec
think tank “Strategy Workshop”, and will put forward
concrete suggestions to the HKSAR Government for
consideration. We plan to organize a delegation 1o Beljing
this year, with a view to reflecting the true picture of Hong
Kong manufacturers’ operations in Mainland China and
making practicable recommendations 10 related Mainland

authorities. To show our keen support to Hong Kong and
our motherland, we will stage an exhibition this October
under the theme of “Innovative Industries™ at the Hong
Kong Pavilion at the Expo 2010 Shanghai to promote
Hong Kong industries. A fund in an amount of $250,000
has been set up by the Association to subsidize the
underprivileged to visit Shanghal and to participate in this
meaningful event.

The “9" Mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong and
Macau's Trade and Economic Forum” was concluded with
2 tremendous success last year. This year, We will again
collaborate with the All-China Federation of Industry and
Commerce; Taiwan Chamber of Commerce and Industry;
and Macao Chamber of Commerce to organize the Forum
in Macau end of this year, putting our heads together to
further explore the trade and investment opportunities in
the four places.

Stepping into 2010, Hong Kong is anticipated to
experience a broader recovery driven by rise in private

consumption, internal investment and external trade.

Despite a positive economic outlook, a new tidal wave of
protectionism; the appreciation of Renminbi; the growing
oressure of industrial upgrading; and surge in raw material
and labour costs will likely to emerge this year, posing
threats to Hong Kong enterprises especially those operating
in Mainland China.

In the next couple of years, with the combined efforts
of our General Committee and our Secretariat, | will do
as best as | can and work hand in hand with government
bureaus and industrial and commercial organizations
to promote Hong Kong's industrial development and
international co-operations.
