Mr Huang
said that the ~10th Mainland China, Taiwan, Hong Kong

limate change is one of the biggest challenges faced
c by the mankind. By reducing greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions, we could help preserve the environment and
Improve air quality. Electricity generation, which is the
largest source of local GHG emissions, accounts for over
60% of the total GHG emissions. Since buildings account
for over 90% of the total electricity consumption, it is
crucial to reduce the overall GHG emissions in the society

by improving energy efficiency of buildings.

To assist users and managers of buildings in enhancing
their awareness of GHG emissions, the HKSAR Government
formulates a set of “Carbon Audit” guidelines to measure
and report on GHG emissions of local buildings through
systematic and scientific approach. The guidelines apply
to buildings of commercial, residential and institutional
purposes including schools, community centres and sports
stadiums. According to the guidelines, property management
could evaluate GHG emission performance and set a goal to

reduce or offset emissions on a voluntary basis.

By the end of June 2009, 106 commercial and
institutional organizations have participated in the “Carbon
