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Suggestions for
2009/2010 Policy Address

T he Chief Executive will deliver his 2009/2010 Policy

Address in October. This Association puts forth the

following suggestions for his consideration.

Firstly, we are glad to see that the HKSAR
Government has recently outlined a blueprint for Hong
Kong's diversification of industrial structure and has
taken a more active approach towards economic
development. This is evidenced by the identification
of six economic areas where Hong Kong has enjoyed
clear advantages for further development by the Task
Force on Economic Challenges, and the active promotion
of Meetings, Incentives, Conventions and Exhibitions
(MICE) business and wine trade in Hong Kong by the
Government over the last couple of years.

We opine that the HKSAR Government may
consider identifying the high value-added manufacturing
industry as the seventh area for further development,
and providing industrial support for the six emerging
industries. This will widen our industrial structure and
enhance our long-term competitiveness. Likewise, it is
advisable for the Government to categorize “creative
manufacturing” as a key component of creative
industries, and more resources should be put to raising
the standard of industrial design on the one hand,
and the capability of brand development, especially in
manpower training, on the other.

We also suggest the Government, by referring to
the organizational structure of the Hong Kong Trade
Development Council, to establish a visionary and all-
embracing quasi-official organization in the form of
an “Industrial Development Council”. Subsidized by
adequate government funding, the Council should be
entrusted to promoting industrial diversification and

structural optimization.

Under the threats of industrial transformation,
financial tsunami and global economic recession, Hong

Kong enterprises are in a business predicament. We,
therefore, urge the Government to render support to
Hong Kong enterprises operating in the Pearl River
Delta (PRD) by enhancing communication with the
Mainland authorities, reflecting views of Hong Kong
enterprises, and devising more focused policies. In
addition to broadening the scale and the scope of
the “SME Export Marketing Fund”, the Government is
advised to establish a funding scheme specially for
helping enterprises to undergo industrial transformation
and upgrading. Moreover, to maintain the consistency
of the tax regime, we urge the Government to extend
the 50:50 apportionment of taxable profits and
machinery depreciation allowance to cover processing
with imported material and all kinds of manufacturing
businesses operated by Hong Kong enterprises in the

Mainland.

Finally, we are of the view that the Government could
implement manifold measures. One of them is to step
up the pace of the SMEs in brand building. For instance,
the Government may enhance the funding scheme
through provision of direct subsidies for local brand
development; provide technical support to industry
through promotion of brand research projects; and
establish marketing platforms such as specialty shops
or shopping zones at high traffic areas or main entry and
exit ports for promotion of Hong Kong brands. ),

Production of Research Book, Music Album
and TV Programme

To share the joy with the guests attending the cocktall
reception, a research book entitled “Seventy-five Years of
Hong Kong Manufacturing — Past and Present” and a music
album were produced and distributed as souvenirs to every

attendee.

In 2007, the CMA commissioned the Centre of Asian
Studies of the University of Hong Kong to carry out an in-
depth study on the history of the CMA and the development
of Hong Kong industry. It took three years to complete
the study, which involved collation of historical documents
and items of the CMA as well as oral interviews of veteran
industrialists. Based on the valuable materials collected

from the study, the book entitled “Seventy-five Years of Hong
Kong Manufacturing — Past and

Present” is written in an impartial,
analytical and easy-to-read way
to give a detailed account of the
industrial development in Hong
Kong over the past 70 more years.

To show our support to arts
and culture and to foster the
development of cultural industries
in Hong Kong, the Association

also invited famous violinist cum the First Associate
Concertmaster of Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra Mr
Leung Kin-fung to direct the production of the “CMA 75tn
Anniversary Commemorative Orchestral Music Album”. The
album contains a combination of classical and pop music
and the CMA Theme Song played by Hong Kong Pure Strings.

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European Union (EU) has been taking an active role in implementing environmental policies
to reduce pollution arising from industrial activities. With the tightening and changing green
manufacturing requirements, manufacturers, exporters and importers have to react promptly
to avoid recalls and penalties. The latest movements of the three major green Regulations in
EU — REACH, EuP and RoHS are summarised as below.

REACH - Registration, Evaluation,
Authorisation and Restriction of Chemical

Substances (EC 1907/2006)

Some of the European member states proposed 14
more substances to be included in the Substances of Very
High Concern (SVHC) candidate list in July 2009. Together
with the 15 SVHCs which were published last October, it
is expected the number of items on the SVHC candidate
list will be increased. The EU suppliers of articles which
contain substances on the candidate list in a concentration
of 0.1% (w/w) need to provide sufficient information to their
customers within 45 days upon request and those above 1
tonne per year have the obligation to notify The European

Chemical Agency (ECHA) as well.

In the meantime, ECHA took a further step to formulate
the authorisation process. Seven substances ar€ selected
from the current SVHC candidate list to be included In
the authorisation list. These substances are not allowed
to be used in production unless authorisation is granted.
Applicant for authorisation should demonstrate that the

risk from using the substance is adequately controlled or
it is proven that the socio-economic benefits outweigh the
risk and there are no suitable alternative substances or

technologies.

EuP - Ecodesign Directive on Energy-using
Products (2005/32/EC)

The European Commission set up implementing
measures (IM) on an ongoing basis which are applicable
for a particular energy using product (EuP) category. The
manufacturers and importers have to carry out conformity
assessment to make sure their EuPs compliant with the

requirements before marketing to the EU countries. The
IMs for stand-by and off-mode losses, tertiary sector

lighting products, external power supplies, simple set-top
hoxes, domestic light products (including incandescent
bulbs), televisions, domestic refrigerators and freezers,
electric motors and circulators have been published
already. Among the nine products, the IMs for domestic
light products (including incandescent bulbs), stand-by and
off-mode losses and simple set top boxes will be effective
on 1 September 2009, 7 January 2010 and 24 February

2010 respectively.

RoHS - Restriction of the Use of Certain
Hazardous Substances in Electrical and
Electronic Equipment (2002/95/EC)

Under the current Directive, the use of four heavy
metals (lead, cadmium, mercury, hexavalent chromium)
and two categories of brominated flame retardants (PBBs
and PBDEs) are prohibited. Although the Directive has
come into effect for 3 years already, it is being reviewed
periodically to enhance its coherence with the technology
development in the industry and the new Directives.

Four new substances, BBP, DBP, DEHP and HBCDD
are proposed for priority assessment in inclusion in the
list of banned substances in March 2009. The proposal is
expected to be implemented in 2014 and the mechanism
for introducing the bans will be in line with the REACH
methodology to ensure coherence and maximize synergy
with the work carried out under the chemicals' legislation in
the European Union.
