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Hong Kong Economic Outlook

n tandem with the global recovery, Hong
I Kong economy resumed positive year-on-
year growth in the fourth quarter of 2009. This
trend continues in the first half of 2010. The real
GDP expanded further by 6.5% in the second
quarter over the preceding year, following an
8% growth in the first quarter, representing the
fifth quarter of expansion in a row.

The Hong Kong economy is experiencing
a broad-based and more balanced growth,
with private consumption, investment
spending and external trade gathering steam
in sync. Propelled mainly by a historical-low
interest rate, improved labor market and the

buoyant asset markets, private consumption

expenditure rose markedly by 5.8% year-on-
year in the first two quarters of 2010, and the
overall investment spending leaped by 11.7%,
indicating that the business sentiment was
turning positive. Thanks to the improvement
in the external environment, especially
the vibrant growth of Asian economies,
merchandise exports rebounded strongly,
up 21.6% in the first quarter and 20.1% in the
second, while the exports of services surged
by 17.9% and 16.9% respectively.

A bevy of uncertainties looming large
in the global economic environment could,
however, pose a drag on the future growth.

Although the US economy is less likely to slip
into a “Double Dip” recession, the recovery
remains elusive, given the persistently high
unemployment, renewed sluggishness in the
property market and the still-weak household
sentiment. With the fallout of the recent
sovereignty debt problem in Europe, many
European economies have to restore sound
public finance through adopting austerity
measures, which, coupled with a weakened
Furo, would also weigh on Hong Kong's
external demands, casting a cloud over our
export growth in the coming months.

China’s vigorous expansion continues
and a double-digit GDP growth is projected
for year 2010 as a whole. However, the
fiscal and momentary stimulus introduced
amidst the financial tsunami has led to a
host of adverse effects, such as aggravating
structural imbalances, overheating in some
sectors, property price hike and mounting
inflation pressure, It is anticipated that the
focus of the Mainland’s macro-economic
policy will further shift from “securing
growth” to “adjustment of industrial
structure” and “transition of growth modes;,
and the economic growth will settle to a
more moderate but more sustainable rate in
2011 and beyond.

Given the fragile nature of the
recovery in major advanced economies, the
accommodative policies adopted by central
governments are likely to stay in place for
some more time. The abundant liquidity
under the prolonged ultra-low interest rate
environment would continue to find its way
to the asset markets, increasing the risk of a
property bubble forming in Hong Kong.

In a nutshell, the CMA is cautiously
optimistic about Hong Kong's economic
outlook. While projecting that our real GDP
would rise by 6% in 2010 as a whole, we
anticipate that the pace of economic growth
would ease to 4.5% in year 2010, due mainly
to the elevated base of comparison as
well as the downside risks arising from the
external environment; and the inflationary
pressure may further escalate, with the rate
of headline consumer price intlation inching
up to 3.5% from 2.2% in 2010. D

Join Hands in Developing Green Business

Introduction
In April this year, Guangdong and

Hong Kong Governments entered into the
"Framework Agreement on Hong Kong/
Guangdong Co-operation”. While setting
the direction for deepening co-operation
between Guangdong and Hong Kong
in the areas of infrastructure, industries,
environmental protection and education,

both governments agreed to jointly devise

regional plans under the themes of “Building
a Quality Living Area" and “Infrastructure

Construction’,

As for co-operation in environmenta

protection, Guangdong and Hong Kong wil

join hands in devising an emission reduction

oroposal to continuously improve the air

quality of the Pearl River Delta (PRD) region,
and will gradually adopt air quality indicators
- and emission benchmarks that surpass those
of other regions in the country. In addition,
the circular industry will be promoted in the
PRD to encourage retrieve ahd recycling

of materials, as well as turning wastes into

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Content of Agreement

The “Framework Agreement” is built
upon years of close co-operation between
Guangdong and Hong Kong, and it lays
out a clear development plan for their co-

operation, such as jointly developing a

nation-leading system of environmental
and ecological protection and building a
quality living area. To accomplish these
missions, Guangdong and Hong Kong have

introduced a host of concrete policies anc

Measures on environmental and ecologica
protection.
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Concrete policies in this aspect include

joint research on the 2011-2020 air pollutant

emission reduction targets and proposal for
the PRD; gradual introduction of air quality
indicators and fuel/emission benchmarks
of motor vehicles and vessels that surpass
other regions in the country; exploring New

models of co-operation in utilizing reusable

materials; developing the electric vehiclé
industry; extending the “Cleaner Production
Partnership Scheme”; setting up cross-border
nature reserves; forming integrated regiona

ecological systems; and so forth.

Both governments have decided tO
complete the research on the 2011-2020
Pear| River Delta air pollutant control
proposal within this year, as well a3
strengthening joint efforts in the study of
photochemical smog, smoggy weathef
and air quality, and further improving the
monitoring mechanism of air quality In the
PRD. Meanwhile, Guangdong and Hon

Kong have also implemented the “Cleanel

Production Partnership Scheme” to provide
assistance for Hong Kong-owned enterprises
in conducting field assessments; developing
role models; and verifying the effectiveness
of the improvement projects. Under this
scheme, participating enterprises with
outstanding performance will be given the
title of “Cleaner Production Partner’, so as
to cultivate the awareness of environmental

protection among enterprises.

Besides, Guangdong and Hong Kong
will work together on coastal wetland

conservation projects like that of the

mangrove forests at the mouth of Pearl
River; jointly develop cross-border nature
reserves; and kick-start the pan-Pearl River
mouth cross-border regional “green-way".
Both governments are also planning to
introduce electric vehicles in major cities like
Hong Kong, Guangzhou and Shenzhen in

the Greater PRD; to promote the research,

development, production, popularisation

of such vehicles, as well as facilitating

the development of the auto parts and |

components industry.

Recommendations

This Association views that in addition
to covering both environmental protection
and ecological conservation, the “Framework
Agreement” has also incorporated a number
of projects that Guangdong and Hong
Kong have already commenced or are
actively planning to expand co-operation
on the environmental protection front.
This not only will improve the environment
of the region and develop the PRD into a

“Green Quality Living Area” which is more

suitable for human habitation, but also will
strengthen the sustainable development
of enterprises in the region by raising their
clean production standards and facilitating

the development of the circular economy.

Regarding the implementation of
the part on environmental protection and
ecological conservation of the Framework
Agreement, this Association has the

following recommendations:

1. Facilitating the Implementation
of Clean Production

The five-year “Cleaner Production
Partnership Scheme”is jointly initiated by the
Guangdong and HKSAR Governments. Under

the scheme, Hong Kong Productivity Counci

takes the lead to provide professiona
services for factories for the adoption of

clean production technologies with over 100

environmental technology suppliers in the
PRD. However, as the scheme aims primarily
at being a pilot project for the industries
and at providing preliminary diagnoses
and planning services to participating
manufacturers, the CMA suggests the
Guangdong and HKSAR Governments to
invest more into the scheme. Through direct
subsidies, matching grants or preferential
loans, they may help manufacturers
implement their clean production solutions
and make continuous improvements,
and further materialise the concepts of
carbon audit and circular economy, thereby
turning the PRD into a role model of clean
production and industrial upgrading for the

region and the country.

2. Expanding Export of
Environmental Protection Services

The recently-signea “"CEPA

Supplementary Agreement VII" has

identified the environmental protection
industry as a new aspect under the “Trade
and Investment Facilitation” category. The
environmental protection industry in Hong
Kong has competitive advantages in terms
of technologies and equipment of emission

reduction, management of environmental

protection facilities, as well as waste collection,
In addition to these advantages, Hong Kong's
small-and-medium operators are flexible
in their operations and are well-versed
in applicable and special technologies.
Following the implementation of “The Outline
of The Plan for the Reform and Development
of The Pearl River Delta’, the PRD will witness
the commencement of many environmental

protection projects in the future. The HKSAR

Government should encourage Hong Kong
enterprises engaging in environmental
protection to actively take part in such
projects. In particular, the Government
may assist small-and-medium operators
in-undertaking environmental protection
development and management projects led
by municipal governments and the business
sector, so as to make use of Guangdong
as a pilot area for exporting environmentat
protection technologies and services,

followed by other areas in the country.

3. Promoting Environmental
Products to the Global Market
Hong Kong may capitalize on its

advantages as an international business hub

and in the areas of marketing and sales, design,
testing, management and brand building
to help promote those highly competitive
environmental products produced in the PRD
such as electric cars and LEDs to the global
market. The Hong Kong Government may

attract manufacturers of such products in
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Jities to promote the

By developing carbon trading, Hong
Kong may diversify its range of financial
products and strengthen financial
innovations, thereby consolidating our
role as an international financial centre.
Meanwhile, it will also help Mainland
enterprises set more internationalised
carbon rights benchmarks, as well as helping
manufacturers, in particular those in the PRD,
to have more bargaining power in selling
their carbon emission capacity, providing a
funding source for developing a low-carbon
economy.

Conclusion

The “Framework Agreement on HONg
Kong/Guangdong Co-operation” nas
outlined concrete development and €O
Operation directions on aspects rangingd
from infrastructure, industrial co-operation
environmental protection and education
with the manufacturing sector included as
a key area of Guangdong-Hong Kong ¢’
Operation. This is undoubtedly good news

Winner of the SME's Best Partner
Award for two consecutive years
since 2009, the Companies
Registry will launch a new
electronic service early next
year. The new service will bring
Hong Kong on a par with UK,
Australia and Singapore. Here are
the details from the Registrar of
Companies, Ada Chung.

Phase Il of the Integrated Companies
Registry Information System (ICRIS)
developed by the Companies Registry will

be launched in stages from early 2011.

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"To companies, time is money.
Incorporating a company and applying
for business registration by electronic
means will shorten the time taken from the
current average of four working days to less
than one day. Companies need not scurry
between two departments and this will
save queuing time. They can also apply for
company incorporations any time online,

said Ada Chung, Registrar of Companies.

Multi-functional electronic
system

The system’s e-Monitor service will
enhance the transparency of company
information. Members of the public can
subscribe to the service and specify the
companies that they would like to recejve
company information. When the specified
company files documents with the
Companies Registry, the Registry will notify
the subscribers by email of the relevant
filing.

Another capability of the system is
the speedy approval of company names.
A new company name will be approved
Instantaneously by the system if it satisfies
certain basic requirements, which include, for
example, that the proposed new company
name Is not the same as any name already
registered with the Companies Registry:;
that the proposed name does not contain
any words or expressions that require prior
consent to be given. The latter of which
covers words or expressions which would
be likely to give the impression that the new
company Is connected in any way with the

ong Kong SAR Government or the Central
People’s Government.

Chung added that even though the
new company name had been Instantly
registered by the system, it would be crose.

checked manually, If the name was found to

be objectionable, the Companies Registry
will direct the new company to change its

name afterwards.

Separately, by virtue of amendments
to the Companies Ordinance, Hong Kong
companies may also communicate with
its shareholders electronically. Companies
that are incorporated in Hong Kong may
soon upload information such as annual
'éports onto their companies’ websites.
Although shareholders still have the right
to obtain printed copies free of charge
and choose not to communicate with the
company electronically, it is expected that
the provisions on electronic communication

will help companies 'educe their operation
