hief Executive Hon Donald Tsang
C delivered the 2010-2011 Policy Address
at the Legislative Council on 13 October. The
CMA welcomes this pragmatic Policy Address
which has put forward a host of policy
measures to address issues of public concern,
and is conducive to bringing about social
harmony and stability in Hong Kong.

The CMA welcomes the proposal
to inject an additional $1 billion into the
"SME Export Market Fund” and the “SME
Development Fund’, and to establish a
market-oriented loan guarantee scheme
run by the Mortgage Corporation Limiteaq.
We consider these measures effective in
helping SMEs to raise their competitiveness
and to cope with challenges in a changing
business environment. With regard to the
loan guarantee scheme, we share the view
that this is a rightful and far-sighted measure
that provides a sustainable platform for SMES
to obtain credit. However, if the scheme is to
succeed, the premium must be set at a level
affordable by SMEs. Thus, it is advisable for
the Government to subsidize the scheme
and to devise a mechanism to help SMEs
obtain credit for small loans.

As indicated in the Budget, the

Government proposes to deploy a number

of measures, including the “My Home

Purchase Plan”; the increase in land and
housing supply; the acceleration of urban
redevelopment, as well as tightened control
over the private residential property market
to achieve the objective of fostering a
healthy development of the property market,
and helping people to improve their living
standards through ownership of a flat. This
Association echoes the Government's view
that these collective measures will help put
the property market on the right track. This
notwithstanding, we are of the view that the
Government should devise clear long-term
public housing policies, reviving the Home
Ownership Scheme where necessary.

To narrow the wealth gap, the
Government has mapped out a number of
steps on the social protection and welfare
improvement fronts. These include the
establishment of the “Community Care
Fund’, to which the Government and the
business sector will each contribute $5 billion
to help those in need. The CMA supports
these measures; we trust these will help the
underprivileged and promote social harmony.

While this year’s Policy Address is
understandably inclined towards general
livelihood issues, we are nonetheless
disappointed that there is only scanty
mention of economic development. From

our point of view, promotion of economic
development and improvement of people’s
livelihood are closely interrelated. To combat
poverty, an effective way in addition to
welfare policies is for the Government to
promote economic development so as to
increase employment opportunities and
to facilitate upward social mobility. On the
economic front, the current revival of Hong
Kong's economy, especially the property
market, to a large extent is driven by the influx
of international hot money. Hong Kong has
yet to step out of the shadow of the financial
tsunami. Deep-rooted problems related to
economic structure have yet to be solved.
We urge, therefore, that the Government
should step up its efforts in developing the
Six industries where Hong Kong enjoys clear
advantages. At the same time, more practical
assistance should be given to Hong Kong
enterprises operating in the Pearl River Delta
region to help them transform and upgrade.
This is an issue requiring urgent attention by
the Government. (DO

Internationalization

Amid fierce competition around
the world, optimization of the university
structure and improvements in teaching
are essential in keeping up the performance

of the students. Professor Kuok stated in
the coming five years, City U is determined
to move forward in many directions,
including the promotion of interdisciplinary

researches, development of new disciplines,
and encouragement of exploration and
innovation by students. He emphasized
the significance of diversity in university
development, as that is not stressed enough
among the others in Hong Kong. Added
to this is the increment of the quotas in
exchange students. He is planning to admit
more outstanding students from China and
other countries to City U.

In addition, Professor Kuo hopes to
recruit outstanding scholars globally to
provide students of City U with world-
class professional education, to conduct
prominent researches for promoting socia

development, and to be someone loca
students would look up to. He cited, “Our
Dean of the Art faculty is of Chinese and
Irish descents and is recruited from France.
Thanks to the multicultural background, he
has excellent language proficiency. He can
even write poems in Chinese.” He predicted
better academic atmosphere and education
quality of City U, if more experienced senior
professors are to join their team.

Education, major local institutions are
required to hand over quotas for 7.5% to
University Grant Committees (UGC), which
are responsible for the quota allocation
based on the 2012-15 academic plan of each

of the institutions.

It is of general view that the arts and
sciences subjects are vulnerable to be
reduced or merged. Kuo, however, stated
quotas of them in City U have been increased
in these years. To him, these are useful
subjects. Graduates do have a promising
future as they are good at languages and
communications, which are essential for
work. As a graduate of engineering, he said
over-reliance on finance and real estates
in the local economy drives students away
from subjects on science, art and culture.
He urges the Government to boast the
technological development, as it would
help people climb up the social ladder to
the middle class. This is the solution to the
extreme disparity between the rich and the
poor. “Students will enrol in the engineering

courses if the government tries to work it
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out.” He added he would discuss with the
UGC to retain or even add some places for

these subjects.

Thanks to the tireless efforts of the staff,
students, alumni, former presidents and
supporters, the City U has been showing
flying colors over the past twenty years.
In this Quacquarelli Symonds 2010 Asian
university ranking of the international higher

education institutions, City U is ranked 15th

in the Asian university rankings, and 129th
in the global one. What is more impressive,
it has entered the world 50 on the subjects
of engineering, information technology and
computer science, which stands at 43th. He

said additional funding and resource will be .
provided for the field of social sciences and
humanities. He admitted the inadequacy
of the funding from government. Tuition
fees from students and research grants are
insufficient for all-round development in every
of the subjects. City U has organized various
sorts of activities in the hope of raising funds
from alumni and social elites. That would
make City U better equipped for provision of
