B ¥ King of Abalone" Yeung Koon Yat makes

frequent appearances in television cooking
shows. His braised abalone, cooked in a clay
pot, is a divine delicacy that has received
thumbs up from patrons. Apart from cooking

demonstrations and creating new recipes,
~ he also runs a restaurant, acts as judges in
cooking competitions, and participates in
charitable activities. Hong Kong Entrepreneur
is pleased to invite Yeung to share his recipe
of success.

In 1974, Yeung Koon Yat opened Forum
Restaurant. Affected by the 1977 financial
crisis, the restaurant had been suffering a
loss. One day in 1983, 51-year-old Yeung

returned to the restaurant after applying for
a bank loan. Starving, he asked the chef what

is there to eat to which the chef replied “f
you are so smart, why don't you fry a dish
of rice yourself?” So he took up a wok and a
spatula and made his first dish of fried rice.
That prompted him to start exploring the art

of cooking. Looking back, he said, “You have

to be hands-on in order to build a strong

foundation in the restaurant industry.”

After a lot of hard work, he finally found
out the key to cooking abalone. What he

needed was an opportunity, which came in

Responsible for preparing braised abalone
for a huge banquet of 20 tables of guests,
he insisted on cooking abalones one by one
using charcoal stoues-and clay pots stackec
on top of each other at the back staircase of
the building.

“We have met many cases of
using the “Ah Yat” name and logo without
our authorization, or even forging the
name and signature of Yeung Koon Yat for
advertising purposes,” he said. Lisa Lau, one
of his apprentices who is also Managing
Director of Ah Yat Abalone Princess (HK) Ltd,,
added, “When these issues occur, we usually
deal with them as Master Yeung is always
silent. Master Yeung is kind and honest. He
is always ready to help and never asks for

payback

Ah Yat Abalone has its business
extending from Hong Kong to Macau,
Mainland China, Japan, Singapore, Taiwan,
Indonesia, Thailand, USA and

Canada. In his Ah Yat restaurants in Mainland

Vietnam,

China, the food may change according
to local tastes, but the cooking method
and taste of his abalones remain constant

Irrespective of location.

He said, “In northern China, we cook
abalones the same way as in Hong Kong,

but northern Chinese patrons like to dip

them in chili sauce. We would remind them
to keep the taste of abalone authentic and

real” Choosing only the best ingredients Is

another principle which Yeung stringently
adheres to, even if it means suffering a lost.
“For instance, a dish of chicken costs $350,
but the cost of the chicken itself is already

global patrons to come for fine dining.

This can relieve the heavy costs of Forum

Restaurant, which includes a monthly rental
cost of $700,000.

Apart from his restaurant, Ah Yat
Abalone has entered the ready-to-eat

business. Currently there are canned

abalone, bird's nests, sharks fins, ready-to-
eat abalone congee and abalone noodles.
Sold in supermarkets and during the Hong
Kong Brands and Products Expo (HKBPE),

these luxury ready-to-eat delicacies not

only appeal to the mass public, but also
maintain their top quality. The taste, sauce
and ingredients of ready-to-eat abalones are
identical with those served in his restaurant,
making them immensely popular. As the
peak sales period of these products lie

mainly in festive seasons such as Chinese

New Year and Mid-Autumn, the company

is currently developing new products to

expand the market.

At age 77, Yeung is full of life. He

generously shares with his apprentices
his secrets of cooking, including his
proprietary abalone recipes. He takes
pride in his apprentices, many of whom
are now prestigious chefs with their own
restaurants. Will he pass his abalone business
to his apprentices? “If | am happy with
my work, | will continue to work,” he said
